 Minutes of the Regular Council Meeting of the Henefer Town Council held September 2, 2014 in the Council Meeting Room at 150 W. Center Street, Henefer, Utah.  
Roll Call:  Randy C. Ovard, Brent G. Ovard, Joyce R. Housley, Richard N. Butler, Kay H. Richins, Earleen T. Paskett, Kent Trussell, Robert P. Richins, Jude Grenney, Annie Nash
Welcome:  Mayor Ovard opened the meeting 7:02 p.m., and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Kent Trussell.  
Minutes of the August 5, 2014 were reviewed.  Brent G. Ovard  pointed out that on page two (2) paragraph five (5) it should read the Division of Water Rights would probably approve instead of has approved.  Richard N. Butler made a motion to approve the minutes of August 5, 2014 after the correction.  Brent G. Ovard seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Brent G. Ovard, Randy C. Ovard, Richard N. Butler, Joyce R. Jude Grenney from the Summit County Public Arts Board came before the Council with a new proposal to make art available to cities and towns.  The Public Arts Board feels that having an art piece in a community impresses visitors, contributes to economic vitality, creates community spirit and beautifies the community.  Each city or town would have to pay $500 per piece and the Art Board would match that amount. The Town would be required to pour a concrete pad where the art is to be located.  The Arts Board would furnish the pole to display the art piece.  The Council would have to have their acceptance in by September 15, 2014.  The Council was concerned about locating the piece at the Town Park due to the vandalism that has occurred this summer.  The Council is interested in the program, but would like to wait until the new park on Main Street is finished, as it would be a safer place to locate the art piece.
Dawn Soger did not attend the Council Meeting, but the Council discussed the Doggie Dooley Waste Disposal System she requested permission for.  Brent G. Ovard told the Council that the Summit County Health Department would not issue permits for such a project.  The Council had concerns that the system does not work when the temperature reaches 40◦ and that would be half of the year.  The system requires daily maintenance and that was also a concern.  Kay H. Richins made a motion to reject the Doggie Doodle Waste Disposal System.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  Vote:  AYE:  Randy C., Richard N. Butler, Joyce R. Housley, Kay H. Richins  NAY:  none  ABSTAINING:  Brent G. Ovard  ABSENT:  none  Mayor Ovard requested that Earleen Paskett send a letter to Dawn Soger informing her of the decision.  (see attachment)
Boyd Robinson and Chris Dawson did not attend the Council Meeting, but the Council discussed the problem of transferring water rights from a municipality.  At this time a municipality cannot divest itself of water rights.  Mr. Robinson and Mr. Dawson were promised three (3) acre feet of water for the right of way allowing the Town to put in the water tank and water line in Franklin Canyon.  The Mayor and Council want to get this situation taken care of as it has gone on for several years and needs to be cleared up.  Richard N. Butler made the suggestion that the Town offer the amount of $6,000.00 for the three (3) acre feet of water they were promised.  When the Town purchased the water in Franklin Canyon they paid $1,500 per acre foot so Councilman Butler suggested offering $500 more per acre foot.  Brent G. Ovard suggested that Mr. Robinson and Mr. Dawson might want to hold onto the shares and see if the State decides to allow a municipality to divest itself of water rights.  If they choose the option to take the money they will have to sign the shares back over to Henefer Town.  Richard N. Butler will invite Boyd Robinson and Chris Dawson to the October Meeting to make a decision on the options offered by the Town.
Mayor Ovard told the Council that he and Councilmember Ovard have talked with Kent Lundquist and reached an agreement to trade one (1) acre of property around the water tanks in Bachelors Canyon for his hook-up to the town water system.  Paul Ferry has been asked to survey the property leaving the existing road as is and making sure that all of the over-flow from both tanks empties onto Town Property.  Mr. Lundquist was proposing to drill a well for the home he was building on property next to the water tanks.  The Mayor and Council were concerned that a well could mess up the aquifer, so they told Mr. Lundquist they would allow him a hook-up to city water for the price he would have to pay to drill a well, he came up with the amount of $11,500.  Richard N. Butler felt that was a fair price for the acre of property he proposed to trade.  Paul Ferry will draw up the plat map after his survey.
Kent Trussell was asked by Mayor Ovard to inspect the garage being built by Waylon Bosworth, as there has been a rumor that he is putting an apartment above the garage.  The plans that were submitted to Robert P. Richins and Kent Trussell did not show an apartment as part of the plans.  Robert P. Richins pointed out that any apartment in that zone has to be attached to an existing structure and the garage is a separate structure.  On the plans submitted for the building permit the room above the garage was designated as storage.  If the rumor is true, Mr. Bosworth is in violation of the building code.  Kent Trussell will do the inspection and get back to the Council.
Mayor Ovard informed the Council that the new roads at the cemetery have been completed, and the addition to the sprinkler system is also finished.  The sprinklers were extended to finish up two lots that were only partially covered by the system, and to bring the lines down to cover the entire cemetery.  Some of the sprinkler heads were also replaced.  The lots now accessible by the new roads have been leveled, harrowed, planted and rolled.
There have been more problems with the lift station at the river bridge.  Mayor Ovard worked on it until he got one pump running. The second pump would not run.  Dub, from Pump Repair Service came up and fixed the pump.  As usual he found a baby wipe tangled around the pump.  A letter was sent to all of the residents whose homes utilize that lift station informing them that baby wipes could not be flushed into the sewer system.  Dub suggested that the pumps be upgraded to solve the problem.  Mayor Ovard will look into a CDBG emergency grant to rebuild the lift station at the river bridge.
Rod Foust has hooked onto the town water.  He has turned in his 1/3 acre foot of water and paid $1,500 for the water hook-up.  Gale Stephens will get the water transferred to the city.  Grant Dearden will use his free hook-up to bring town water to his field.  The line will have to be drilled under the road.
Joyce R. Housley requested that Tyler Rowser be allowed to use the bus garage for a dance for a New Year’s Eve party.  Kay H. Richins told her to make sure that he knew the floor was very uneven because some of the concrete has been cut out to accommodate the size of the buses.  Joyce also told the council that the extra money NS Recreation League  received from the RAP Tax could not be reallocated to the town of Henefer.  Councilmember Housley told the Council that the meeting became very negative.  
Kay H. Richins told the Council that all of the streetlights are fixed and are now working.  Kay is working with Nathan Rothchilde to clean and paint the floors and walls in the restrooms as his Eagle Scout project.  Councilmember Richins also suggested that we have a representative from Henefer as a member of the Mosquito Abatement Board.
Mayor Ovard is still waiting to hear from Wade Knudsen on the surveillance cameras.
Kay H. Richins made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Richard N. Butler seconded the motion.  The motion to adjourn passed unanimously.
