The need is clear and the timing is right. 
The ideal conditions to invest in our community exist now. At 3%, bond rates are near historic lows. While rising, construction costs remain relatively affordable. Delaying this decision presents several risks:
· Paying more for lesser facilities;
· Worsening problems and expenses with our outdated pool;
· Turning away large numbers of potential athletes.
Don’t be confused by inflated cost estimates. Kamas Pool officials confirmed that assumptions used by Wasatch Taxpayers in their $1-2 million operating cost calculations are incorrect. Notwithstanding, WTPA continues to perpetuate their misunderstanding. 
The only similarity between Tooele’s situation and ours is that both facilities involve a pool. Tooele’s huge complex houses the community’s second pool; a convention center; golf course; several racing tracks; and much more. The federal government unexpectedly eliminated several million in recurring annual payments, which precipitated Tooele’s financial problems.
