1. CALL TO ORDER: Mayor Allred calls the room to order.
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE: The Pledge of Allegiance was led by Jared Blackburn.

4. DISCLOSURES AND DECLARATIONS OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST: None.
5. PUBLIC FORUM: None.
6. OFFICER/MEMBER REPORTS:
	a. Board Members:
Councilor Williams reported that the Christmas Light competition went well.
	b. Kanarra Falls Manager: Holly Hadley asked if there were any questions on the Falls Financial Report. There were none. 
The discussion on the Trail Maintenance person through the SUU Outdoor Program was reopened and there were no further questions or concerns. Mayor Allred called for a vote to approve the position. Councilor Williams moved to approve a Trail Maintenance person as put forth by Holly Hadley. Councilor Blackburn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
The Kanarra Falls Residential Pass application, and Rules and Regulations, have been revised and are ready for a vote. Mayor Allred asked for a motion. Councilor Williams moved to approve the Kanarra 
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Falls Residential Pass and Rules and Regulations letter. Councilor Shugart seconded the motion. All were in favor.
The annual donation to Iron County Search and Rescue for 2024 was discussed. In 2023 the contribution was $5,000. As there weren’t many search and rescue incidents in 2024, it was decided to give the same as last year. Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve a 2024 contribution of $5,000 to Iron County Search and Rescue. Councilor Shugart moved to approve $5,000 for Iron County Search and Rescue. Councilor Blackburn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
	c. Town Clerk - Budget, Quarterly Reports, and Expenditures: Heidi Loveland asked if there were any questions on the budget, quarterly reports or expenditures. There were none. Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve the budget, quarterly reports and expenditures. Councilor Blackburn moved to approve the financial reports for this period. Councilor Williams seconded the motion. All were in favor.
David Ence said the 2024 audit was complete. We did have one finding. Parks and Recreation was left out of the budget amendment we did in June. We put it in, but it accidentally went to the wrong department. Ence read the town response to the finding and Town Board was happy with it. Ence said we will be more vigilant at budget amendment time. David Ence also said that we submitted three trial balances over the audit period, rather than just one, which increased our audit cost by $1,200.
10. STANDING COMMITTEE REPORTS: None.
11. APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM DECEMBER 12, 2024 TOWN BOARD MEETING: Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve the Minutes from December. Councilor Blackburn moved to approve the Minutes from December 12, 2024. Councilor Shugart seconded the motion. All were in favor.
12. PROPOSED DOG ORDINANCE FOR KANARRAVILLE: Councilor Blackburn said as councilor over Public Safety, several residents have reported dog attacks. Members of his own family have had incidents. He would like to get an ordinance in the books to address the issue. Right now, we tell people to call the sheriff, and they say there is nothing they can do about it. He has reworked the language about the sheriff impounding dogs unless they cause harm or injury.
Councilor Jonsson said his problem is who is the authority to say if a dog is harmful. Councilor Jonsson related his story about his dogs being accused of killing sheep and the encounter he had with the Sheriff’s Department. Councilor Blackburn said he agreed there will be instances that don’t fit, but that is why he has carefully worded the ordinance to “Causes Harm” rather than “deemed threatening”. He is concerned about residents getting attacked while out walking around town. Blackburn reported that the last incident was resolved amicably, but he’d like to address this issue before there’s another incident. He knows we live in a rural area, and we want to enjoy the freedoms that come with that, but we also should be able to walk around town without having to deal with a vicious dog.
Councilor Blackburn said he addressed the wording that talks about harm or injury, and he used wording like “may be subject” instead of “shall be subject” to try to leave some room for judgement. Councilor Williams said he thinks the new wording offers protection to the dog owner as well. 
Councilor Blackburn said a dog’s rights don’t supersede a person’s and people shouldn’t have to avoid certain streets just because of vicious dogs. When his family was attacked by the dog, it wasn’t like he wanted to take the dog in and have it killed, but at the same time the town won’t be like this forever.
The board discussed different scenarios involving the Sheriff’s Department and dogs running at large.
Mayor Allred if a dog bites a person, it will be impounded to make sure it doesn’t have rabies. That is not optional. He suggested re-writing the ordinance to say that proof is required when livestock or a person have been injured. 
Councilor Blackburn said he will make the suggested changes and bring it back next month. Mayor Allred said he will call the County attorney and ask him for some wording suggestions.
13. SEAL CRACKS ON HIGHWAY 91: Councilor Shugart said we have a lot of cracks along Highway 91 through town. He received a bid from Spencer Asphalt to seal all the cracks with tar. He is estimating around $15,000-$18,000 to do the job. Wintertime is best time to do the work as asphalt shrinks in the cold and won’t come up in traffic. He would like to proceed in early spring and can use the $20,000 from his budget he had earmarked for culverts. It’s hard to do the culverts in the winter so he would like to switch to filling in the cracks instead. The board agreed. Mayor Allred asked for a motion to approve the sealing of the cracks bid on Main Street. Councilor Jonsson moved to approve the sealing of the cracks bid on Main Street. Councilor Williams seconded the motion. All were in favor.
14. SELL TOWN ½ ACRE AT 170 North MAIN TO PAY FOR NEW POST OFFICE REMODEL: Mayor Allred suggested selling the town property located at 170 North Main to help pay for the new post office remodel. The Board agreed with that suggestion. Mayor Allred asked for a motion. Councilor Williams moved to put 170 North Main Street up for sale. Councilor Blackburn seconded the motion. All were in favor.
15. SUBDIVISION PLAN AND CULINARY WATER MASTER PLAN UPDATE: Heidi Loveland said she emailed everyone copies of the updated Subdivision Plan and the Culinary Water Master Plan. She wanted to make sure that the board received the emails and asked them to review the documents so they could be voted on next month. She also emailed the amended Purchasing Policy for their review. The Public Hearing for the Subdivision Ordinance is scheduled for the February Planning & Zoning meeting, after which Town Board will adopt the Subdivision Ordinance. 
Councilor Jonsson asked about the water rates worksheet from Joe Phillips. Heidi Loveland said she would make sure the Board had a copy of that to play with before the work meeting on February 27th.
16. IMPACT FEE FACILITIES PLAN: Heidi Loveland said when a resident purchases a water connection from the town, they must pay an impact fee which is saved in a separate account. That money is earmarked for an approved water project mentioned in the Impact Fee Facilities Plan. Every year we turn in a report to the state saying how much we’ve collected, how it will be used, or which project it’s saved for. This year we used the money to help pay for our portion of the Culinary Water Master Plan update. In the past, we’ve used the collected money to pay down debt. Starting this year, we need to identify a water project to use that money on. We can’t use it for refurbishing the spring, but we could use it for a new tank. We can’t use it for the new hydrants, but we can for upsizing the water lines. Even then, we can only use a percentage of the money that pertains to new growth. We can save money for up to 6 years but still need to designate a project and list it in the Impact Fee Facility Plan. Loveland said if we don’t have a project, we want to use the money on, we should stop collecting the impact fee. The updated Culinary Water Master Plan recommended raising the fee to $5,900.
The Board discussed the matter briefly, and decided they needed more time to review the Culinary Water Master Plan and its recommendations.
17. CONFLICT OF INTEREST FORM FOR BOARD MEMBERS (HB-80): Heidi Loveland reviewed the requirements of HB80, and the Conflict-of-Interest Disclosure form the Lt. Governor’s Office emailed to her. All elected officials and land use authority members are supposed to fill it out. It needs to be posted on our website by January 31st. If not, she is supposed to report to the Attorney General’s that it has not been turned in. The penalty for not doing so is a $100 fine and a Class B Misdemeanor.
The Board expressed their concerns about filling out this form and putting the information online. Some of the questions are invasive and inappropriate and the fact that it will be posted online is a potential security risk to them, their businesses, or families. In addition, some of the Board members cannot disclose some of this information based on security clearance contracts they have signed. Loveland said she is trying to get more answers and is waiting to see what other municipalities file. She will keep the Board updated as things progress.
18. ANNOUNCEMENTS: None.
19. CLOSED MEETING IF NEEDED — PURCHASE & SALE OF REAL PROPERTY: Mayor Allred said the Board needs to go into a closed session to discuss the purchase and/or sale of real property. He asked for a motion. Councilor Blackburn moved to go into a closed session. Councilor Jonsson seconded the motion. All were in favor. Mayor Allred asked for a roll call vote to go into a closed meeting:
