3. Public Hearing and Recommendation an Ordinance of Tooele City amending section 7-25 of the Tooele City Code relating to electronic signs and making technical corrections.

Presented by Rachelle Custer

Ms. Custer said that it states in the Commission’s staff report that the staff is doing an overall review of this chapter and they will be bringing it to the Planning Commission when the changes are complete.  Staff is asking that the Commission only hold the public hearing and do not take action on this item.  Staff would like to bring all the changes to the Commission at once.  They will do the same thing at City Council on October 1st.  The changes they are proposing removes the numbering for definitions which prevents everything from having to be renumbered every time a definition is added or deleted.  It also defines and places criteria on electronic signs.  The proposed change specifies the brightness of the sign and the types of changes that are allowed.  It also addresses any motion, timing, and transition of images. Staff did a study and looked at different cities to see how they handle their signs.  Staff came up with what they thought, with the input of administration and the Council, what is the best and safest for all electronic signs.  It will require that electronic signs be set at certain brightness during the day and a different brightness at night and it is to be certified annually that it has been done.  She is asking that the Commission only hold a public hearing for this item.    

Commissioner Poyner noted that the sign company has to do an annual certification on the brightness of the sign but it also says that the code enforcement officer could also verify it.  He asked how it shows that the certification is done is it on the sign itself?  

Ms. Custer said that the business should have documentation on site saying that it has been done.  

Mr. Bolser also said that there is also an adjustment device in the sign cabinet; the code enforcement officer could check the reading to see if the certification has been done. 

Mr. Baker noted that if it is not done the business could get a ticket.

Commissioner Dale suggested that the business could perhaps submit their certification when they renew their business license or have some kind of mechanism of that sort to submit the certification to the City.

Commissioner Montano asked if this includes any electrical sign likes old signs that have old bulbs.  

Ms. Custer said that is a lighted sign not an electronic sign.

Commissioner Dale asked how many electronic signs are in the City.

Mr. Bolser said that there are quite a few in the City.  

Ms. Custer stated that dwell time, twirl time and brightness will apply to all signs that are up today.  The size restriction will not.  

Chairman Robinson stated that this is a public hearing if anyone would like to come forward and address this issue.  No one came forward. 

Chairman Robinson closed the public hearing at 7:06 p.m.

Commissioner Sloan moved to table this item until staff is ready to present the final ordinance.  Commissioner Dale seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Commissioner Sloan, “Aye”, Commissioner Hammer, “Aye”, Commissioner Poyner, “Aye”, Commissioner Dale, “Aye”, Commissioner Montano, “Aye”, Commissioner Spendlove, “Aye”, and Chairman Robinson, “Aye”. 

Ms. Baker asked if there was a time frame to when the changes will be made and brought forward.

Ms. Bolser said that the Mayor is working with a committee from the Chamber of Commerce to receive their input. The Committee’s recommendations will be considered by the Mayor and the administrative staff and once that is done it will be brought forward.

Commissioner Sloan said it is not necessarily a committee of the Chamber of Commerce it is with private business owners.

Mr. Bolser noted that the committee will be providing information to the Mayor.

4. Review and Approval of Planning Commission minutes for meeting held September 10, 2014.
