WEED REPORT

Jake attended and reported on the aannual weed meeting, 
Bag of Woad program- the county is willing to help the districts, They will park 3 side dumps and then haul plants to landfill the districts will just have to pay the fuel charges.  Outreach event April 3rd and one in may (date to be decided) Limit of 25 bags hoping to get some bags donated.  Talked about ways to advertise the program. Get FFA group to come help with dropoff days. 
Reminder that any canal piping needs to have a weed management plan as part of the plan. 
Hoping to get some bio control in the county this year, as long as they have funding.

Interseeder outreach March 14th to help get signups for the interseeder and an idea on preordering seed. Talked about using the boxelder interseeder here if they are not using it this spring.
Talked about the need for the district to have a tractor. Terry will talk with Stotz about a tractor for the spring and if we need to rent one or if they will donate. Will have it figured out before the March meeting.  Will get a spare belt ordered also.
Tree Sale April 19.  Will get FFA groups to come and help with the tree sale sorting.   
Scholarship for 2025, Topics discussed:  With the loss of agriculture land where will food come form in 25 years?  What does it mean to have food security? 
Zone 1 meeting on March 6, before conservation fair. New Supervisor training Module 1 will be completed at zone meeting;  lunch provided.
