APPROVAL OF MINUTES

THE MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING OF AUGUST 27, 2014 AND SEPTEMBER 3, 2014 WERE APPROVED AS WRITTEN ON A MOTION BY COMMISSIONER SCOTT, SECONDED BY COMMISSIONER SUMMERS AND UNANIMOUSLY CARRIED.

PUBLIC COMMENT PERIOD

DeAnna Hardy of Brigham City said she was disappointed the county agreed to pay for the television program, The County Seat.  When she confronted Mr. Booth of The County Seat he told her she could move to Cache County since they do not participate.  She stated Auditor Tom Kotter has told her she could move also.  She said she does not want to move; big government is everywhere and it needs to stop taking us down a socialistic path.  Ms. Hardy stated the protected zones are a part of Agenda 21 which takes away citizens property rights and is putting all lands under government control.  If we want our children to have freedom and have their property rights protected, then we must reverse our course.
Lee Johnson of Brigham City asked the Commissioners to look at the fencing ordinance.  It violates the 14th amendment that all are protected equally under the law.
SPEED TRAILER AGREEMENT #14-23 WITH UDOT – COMMISSIONER SUMMERS

Commissioner Summers stated the commissioners have been working with Representatives Ronda Menlove and Lee Perry, and Chris Stewart of UDOT concerning problems with speeding.  He said Riverside Corner has had significant problems. They have added bigger stop signs and flashing lights.  A speed trailer will be placed around the county where there are problems.  The Sheriff’s office will take care of the trailer and use it where needed.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Agreement #14-23 with UDOT for a speed trailer.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
EXTENSION OF CONTRACT FOR FIRE PROTECTION SERVICE #14-24 – TIFFINE WANNER

Fire Department Secretary Tiffine Wanner stated the contract is an addendum for an extension of time on the existing contract with the Central Box Elder Fire Special Service District.  It will extend the contract until February 2015.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Contract #14-24 for fire protection services.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
MARBLE HILLS ESTATES AMENDED SUBDIVISION – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons presented the Marble Hills Estates Amended Subdivision plat.  He said it is an amendment to an existing subdivision on Faust Valley Road.  Lot ten will be split to increase the lot sizes of lot nine and eleven.  The plat has been through all necessary department reviews.
MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve the Marble Hills Estates Amended Subdivision.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
ORDINANCE #387 – CHESAPEAKE DUCK CLUB/6800 W. ROAD VACATE – SCOTT LYONS

County Planner Scott Lyons stated they have prepared an ordinance to vacate a portion of 6800 West.  A public hearing was held on September 3, 2014.

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to approve Ordinance #387.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
