
RESOLUTION NO.  2014-16
A RESOLUTION OF THE UINTAH ANIMAL CONTROL AND SHELTER SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT TO APPROVE AND ADOPT REVISIONS TO TITLE 4: IMPOUNDING DOMESTIC ANIMAL(S), AND ADDING SECTION(S) 04.11: PUBLIC INTERACTION WITH ANIMAL(S) UNDER “STRAY HOLD” AND 04.12: FINAL DISPOSITION OF IMPOUNDED ANIMAL(S) IN THE STANDARD OPERATING POLICY MANUAL.
WHEREAS, the Administrative Control Board of the Uintah Animal Control and Shelter Special Service District desires to Approve and Adopt Revisions to Title 4: Impounding Domestic Animal(s), and Adding Section(s) 04.11: Public Interaction with Animal(s) Under “Stray Hold” and 04.12: Final Disposition of Impounded Animal(s) in the Standard Operating Policy Manual.

04.01:
IDENTIFICATION OF LIVE ANIMAL(S)

All live animals will be scanned for a microchip and checked for other forms of identification as soon as possible after being impounded and again prior to final disposition, to verify whether any form of identification is present. If identification is present, the information will be logged onto the kennel card. Owner of animals with identification will be contacted by phone if possible and/or given seven (7) open business days written notice prior to final disposition. The starting date of this notice will be the date it is mailed to the last known address of the registered owner.

04.02:
LIVE ANIMAL(S) WITHOUT IDENTIFICATION

Live animals impounded without identification and no known owner or custodian will be impounded for a minimum of five (5) open business days before final disposition.
04.03:
OWNER RELEASED ANIMAL(S)

The District reserves the right to refuse to accept an owner/agent released animal. The owner/agent must be a Uintah County resident and show picture identification, proof of ownership/ or right to act as agent, and be 18 years of age or older. There are no exceptions for husband/wife, parent/adult child or other family members or relatives. District staff will verify the agent with the actual owner, prior to accepting the animal. An animal intake form must be completed. The owner/agent must sign the form and initial consent for euthanasia. The owner/agent will be advised that they are relinquishing all rights of ownership to the animal and will not be able to determine its final disposition. Failure to comply will result in the District’s refusal to accept the animal.

04.04:
ANIMAL CONTROL IMPOUNDS

Animal Control Officers will gather and document all necessary and pertinent information, including name of owner, address and phone number if known, reason for impoundment, location where the animal was found, any  known injuries, illness tranquilization, or tasering of any animal picked up for impoundment. Information will be logged onto the kennel card by the impounding officer. Officers will complete any and all forms required by the Shelter for record keeping.

04.05: POLICE IMPOUNDS

Police officers impounding an animal will be required to gather and document all necessary and pertinent information, including the name of owner, address and phone number if known, reason for impoundment, location where animal was found, any known injuries or illness. Information will be logged onto the kennel card by the impounding officer. The District will contact the officer or dispatch if any additional information is needed.

04.06:
STRAY IMPOUNDS BY PUBLIC

The District will only accept stray animals found within Uintah County, unless extenuating circumstances exist. An animal intake form must be completed by employees on any animal turned in by the public as stray.

04.07:
QUARANTINE IMPOUNDS

Animals impounded for quarantine will be kenneled in designated quarantine areas. A completed bite or incident report, along with any documented information on the rabies vaccination status of the animal must accompany the kennel card. Visitation of quarantined animal(s) by owners/custodians will may be permitted upon approval from the Shelter Manager. (Refer to Title 10: Quarantine)

04.08: IDENTIFICATION OF DEAD ANIMAL(S)

Dead animals will be scanned once for a microchip and checked for other forms of identification. The animal will be brought to the shelter for disposal if any form of identification is present. Owners of dead animals with identification will be contacted by phone if possible and/or given seven (7) open business days written notice prior to final disposition transport to the County Landfill animal burial pit, if freezer space is available.  The starting date of this notice will be the date it is mailed to the last known address of the registered owner.
04.09:
DEAD ANIMAL(S) WITHOUT IDENTIFICATION

Dead animals without identification and no known owner or custodian will be disposed of immediately, either in the Shelter’s dead animal freezer or the County Landfill animal burial pit.
04.10:
INJURED ANIMAL(S) UNDER “STRAY HOLD”
District employees will evaluate injured or ill animals and seek approval for veterinary treatment if needed. The Shelter Manager or designated CET employee will determine if the animal’s injuries or illness are such that humane euthanasia is required.
A.
District employees will evaluate all injured or ill animals under the five (5) open business day “stray hold” impound period and seek approval for veterinary treatment if needed, from the Shelter Manager or a designated employee. 
B.
Animal(s) which have non-life threatening injuries or illness will be given minimally required medical care to stabilize the animal and/or prevent un-necessary suffering, by District staff and/or a licensed veterinarian, during the five (5) day “stray hold”.
C.
In the event that veterinary medical services are required or necessary for any impounded animal under the five (5) day “stray hold” and the anticipated fee for such medical treatment exceeds seventy-five ($75.00) dollars, and if costs for which donations cannot be secured to cover such treatment, the Shelter Manager or authorized employee, may humanely euthanize the animal if the injury is life-threatening, the illness is highly contagious to other animal(s) or the euthanasia of the animal is required for humane treatment of the animal.
D.
When in the judgment of any licensed veterinarian, the animal shelter manager, or  designated shelter employee, or animal control officer, it is determined that an animal should be immediately euthanized for humane reasons, or to protect the public from imminent danger to persons or property, such animal may be destroyed without regard to any time limitations otherwise established herein and without court order. If the authorized animal shelter staff is not available, a veterinarian may euthanize the impounded animal. 
04.11:
PUBLIC INTERACTION WITH ANIMAL(S) UNDER “STRAY HOLD”.
No members of the public (unless an identified owner/agent) will be allowed to physically interact with any domestic animal(s) under the five (5) day “stray hold.” This includes potential adopters wanting to walk the dog(s). No physical interaction with feral animals will be allowed at any time.
04.12:
FINAL DISPOSITION OF IMPOUNDED ANIMAL(S)
The final disposition of any animal under impound, shall be determined by the animal shelter manager, or a designated employee, and will generally occur during the regular operating hours of the shelter. Euthanasia of any animal, however, may take place at any time during or after regular operating hours, as determined necessary, by the animal shelter manager or a designated employee.
SECTION 2. Severability. The Provisions of this resolution shall be severable and if any provision thereof or the application of such provision under any circumstances is held invalid and it shall not affect the validity of any other provision of this resolution or the application in a different circumstance.
SECTION 3. Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect upon approval and adoption.
