
RESOLUTION NO. 2014-17
A RESOLUTION OF THE UINTAH ANIMAL CONTROL AND SHELTER SPECIAL SERVICE DISTRICT TO APPROVE AND ADOPT REVISIONS TO TITLE 10: QUARANTINE, IN THE STANDARD OPERATING POLICY MANUAL.
WHEREAS, the Administrative Control Board of the Uintah Animal Control and Shelter Special Service District desires to Approve and Adopt Revisions to Title 10: Quarantine, in the Standard Operating Policy Manual.
SECTION 1.  This section being revised.

TITLE 10:
QUARANTINE

(Added December 3, 2009, by Resolution No. 2009-18)

10.01:
QUARANTINE

1. All animal(s) impounded in the shelter for the purpose of quarantine, owned or stray, will be placed in the designated quarantine section of the kennels. Each quarantined animal shall be housed in a separate kennel. Exceptions to this will be;


A. Two (2) animals which are owned by the same person and can be kenneled together;


B.  A nursing mother with a litter;


C.  A litter.

2. Quarantined animal(s) will not be moved without prior approval of the shelter manager.

3. If an owned animal(s) under quarantine requires a special diet, it will be provided by the shelter staff.

4. Owners will not be permitted to feed their animal(s).
5. All animal(s) held under quarantine will be closely observed by the shelter staff.

6. Any change in eating habits, behavior or temperament, or any signs of illness must be reported to the shelter manager or designated employee immediately.

7. The shelter manager or designated employee will contact a veterinarian and request an onsite examination and observation of the animal.

8. No quarantined animal(s) will be allowed to be reclaimed by an owner/custodian/agent without prior consent of the shelter manager and/or the animal control supervisor.

9. Information about animal(s) under quarantine is restricted and confidential and not to be released to the general public. Owners/custodians are limited to information on their animal(s) only.

10. All quarantine and isolation areas are off-limits to the general public.
10.02: HANDLING QUARANTINED ANIMAL(S)
District staff members will adhere to the District safety policy and the use of personal protective and restraint equipment, when needed, at all times when observing and handling quarantined animal(s), regardless of vaccination status.
District staff members are expected to adhere to the District safety policies located in Title 9, Chapter 9.09 of the Personnel Policy and Procedure Manual and Title 12 of this manual, at all times. 
Personal protective equipment is to be used, on an “as needed” basis, or by management directive, when observing and/or handling any quarantined animal(s), regardless of their vaccination status and the reason for biting.

1. No dog(s) will be taken outside of their designated quarantine kennel to an outside kennel to allow them to defecate and urinate, while under the ten (10) day quarantine impound period, unless the shelter manager has given prior approval, they are house broken, owned, have a current rabies vaccination, and can be safely handled by staff on a catch-pole. 


2. All dog(s) under quarantine will be handled, restrained or moved on an animal catch-pole unless; the shelter manager gives prior approval for using a leash.

3. All cat(s) under quarantine will not be physically handled to be moved or restrained. Proper equipment for such will be used at all times. All cat(s) under quarantine will be housed in the feral cat room only.
10.03: VISITATION OF OWNED QUARANTINED ANIMAL(S) 
Will be permitted upon approval of the shelter manager based on the following criteria,;

1. No animal(s) in the quarantine area show any signs of illness or changes in eating/drinking habits, temperament or behavior.

2. No more than two (2) people will be allowed.

3. Children under the age of sixteen (16) years of age are not permitted to visit animal(s) in quarantine.

4. The animal(s) will remain in the kennel during the visit.

5. Visitors may interact with their animal(s) but will not be allowed to enter the kennel, without manager approval.

6. The visits will be limited to staff availability and time.

7. A District staff member will remain in the quarantine area with the visitor at all times.

8. Visitors will not be allowed to interact with other animal(s) under quarantine.

9. Visitation privileges may be revoked at any time.

Visitation and/or identification of quarantined animal(s) will only be permitted upon prior approval of the shelter manager, and under the following conditions, including but not limited to;

1. Theirs is the only animal in the quarantine kennel room;
2. The animal does not show or exhibit any signs of illness or changes in eating/drinking habits, temperament or behavior;
3. No more than two (2) adults will be allowed;
4. No children under the age of eighteen (18) years of age will be allowed to visit;
5. The animal(s) will remain in the quarantine room during the visit;
6. The visits will be limited to staff availability and time;
7. A District staff member will remain in the quarantine room with the owner at all times;
8. Visitation privileges may be revoked at any time.
10.04: STRAY ANIMAL(S) QUARANTINED


10.04.1: Photos are to be taken and placed with the bite report and kennel card. The impound number will be written on the photograph on the District Face Book Page for potential identification. 


10.04.2: If a visitor possible owner wishes to look for and identify a missing animal in the quarantine room area, they will be shown a photo first. If they identify it the animal as possibly being theirs, the shelter manager or a designated employee must be notified before taking the visitor possible owner to the quarantine room areas.

10.04.3: If any animal(s) in a quarantine area show any signs of illness or changes in eating/drinking habits, temperament or behavior, the visitor will not be allowed access.
SECTION 2. Severability. The Provisions of this resolution shall be severable and if any provision thereof or the application of such provision under any circumstances is held invalid and it shall not affect the validity of any other provision of this resolution or the application in a different circumstance.
SECTION 3.  Effective Date. This resolution shall take effect upon approval and adoption.
