BUSINESS:

CONSIDER FOR ADOPTION RESOLUTION 2025-02-05: A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN OF ORDERVILLE TO ESTABLISH A RECREATION DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE FOR THE PURPOSE OF PLANNING, SEEKING FUNDING AND REPORTING FEASIBILITY FOR DEVELOPMENT OF A TOWN PARK AND/OR IMPROVEMENTS TO THE CURRENT LITTLE LEAGUE BASEBALL FACILITY Adopted to establish a Recreation Development Committee for planning and funding a town park. DISCUSS/REVIEW ADMINISTRATION INCOME FEE FOR LONG VALLEY SEWER IMPROVEMENT DISTRICT SERVICES AND WKCSSD BILLING SERVICE After much discussion it was decided to potentially raise the billing income rate $100 and have an MOU prepared to give to the Long Valley Sewer Improvement District Services and Western Kance County Special Service District.
