Chairperson Beau Hancock asked Executive Director Margaret Chatwin to go over the budget. Executive Director Margaret Chatwin stated that she had started from the Actual Amount Spent in 2024-2025 and had increased most items by three percent for the proposed amounts. Chairperson Lynn Snow stated that some proposed totals had a higher increase than three percent. Executive Director Margaret Chatwin stated that some proposed totals were increased by the difference between the 2023-2024 and the 2024-2025 Actual Spendings and then the three percent increase.

APPROVAL OF EXPENDITURES – DECEMBER 2024 AND JANUARY 2025
Chairperson Beau Hancock inquired of Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin if there were any expenditures that were out of the norm. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that the only thing out of the normal spending was on the Country Haven Rental account that has an extra $300.00 for her Year End Bonus.
Commissioner Lynn Snow inquired about the Crown at Cottonwood Creek 2024 surplus amounts focusing on September 2024 which had a surplus of $807.58 and October 2024 having a surplus of $2,507.34. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that in October, Utah Housing Corporation reimbursed Cottonwood Creek $1,700 for the cost of replacing a water heater.

Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that Commissioner Lynn Snow had recently stated that he was willing to keep his seat on the Board.

Commissioner Lynn Snow inquired about the status of the new Crown homes being built on 800 South. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that they were planned to be completed by June 2025. All six homes will be four bedrooms. The first two houses already had drywall. They will be a Crown program that will rent for fifteen years, with the residents having the option to purchase the home for the remainder of the construction loan at the end of that time. They will rent for around $1,400 per month and applicants will need to income qualify as well as pass the other qualifications. 

Nancy Boonder inquired if they could be bought as soon as they were built. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that they could not. They were designed for low-income families to rent to own.

Nancy Boonder inquired if they were being built by a local contractor. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that Utah Housing Corporation had selected the contractor after receiving bids and that the contractor was from Salt Lake City, and she was unsure if any subcontractors were local.
Nancy Boonder inquired what would be included in the landscaping. Executive Director, Margaret Chatwin stated that it was expected that there would be sod, sprinkler system, and fencing.
