Discussion/Motion:  Donation to Western Weber CTC
Councilmember Beal stated the coordinator was not able to attend tonight due to illness. Western Weber CTC is an organization serving all of western Weber County, focusing on the support of youth with anti-bullying, substance abuse prevention, and anti-suicide. Councilmember Beal asked to approve a donation for $2000. They have their youth retreat in March for Fremont & West Field 9th-12th graders. Diane asked Councilmember Beal to have them send in an invoice so she can get them a check. Councilmember Beal moved to approve the donation of $2,000 to Western Weber CTC. Discussion/Motion:  Ordinance to Amend Zoning and Subdivision Ordinance Concerning Frontage Definition
Discussion regarding the specifications of corner lot frontage and utilizing both sides as frontage. This closes the loophole and specifies limited to one street side calculated as frontage. Councilmember Wilson moved to approve Ordinance 2025-04 amending the frontage definition as presented. Councilmember Favero seconded the motion. Also, awards were presented and Jeff and Xela Zitselberger, the owners of Goat Hollow Ranch, from Plain City for their efforts taking care of Plain City residents and the special needs disabled community. 

Mayor Beesley stated he was approached by a former Plain City resident, Stacey Dixon about doing a play that would include residents of Farr West, Plain City and Marriott-Slaterville that would be presented at Fremont High School on the big stage. Councilmember Wilson said it had been done in the past with many Plain City residents participating. Stacey Dixon is wanting to do this Fall of 2025 and asked if she could come and present to the Council at a future meeting. Mayor Beesley stated back in the day everybody in Plain City played baseball and we are a much more diverse community now, like our pops concerts in the parks are full for that and think diversifying our funds as well and putting some money towards other things.
