· DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A. Planning Commission: Kathleen Black 
1.  Cemetery Policy Form: they are working on upgrading it still 
2. Short Term Rentals: Trever Torgensen Is Thinking Of Doing (4) Short Term Rentals At The Old Dave’s Gas Station On The Corner Of State And Main On The South Side. And Also Thinking Of A Convenience Store And A Reality Office. Very Preliminary. Also Asked If They Could Sell Alcohol. 
3. Black Knolls Ranches: It Was Brought Up That Donavan Allen Would Like To Pull Some Permits Before The Infrastructure Is 100% In. The Commission Told Him That The Water Line Would Have To Be Completed, And Pressure Tested And Approved By Our Maintenance Person. (Also, A Note They Just Doing Phase One At This Time) The Question Was Brought Up By Kathleen Whether The Plans Call Out For Boring Underneath Or Just Digging Through The Road. As Long As It Was Pack As Per State Code. Mike Stevens Mentioned That Their Wanting To Make Two Places (Trenches) With Piping Not Just One. The Feeling Is That A Patching Will Never Look The Same. Kathleen Is Going To Look Into It More. Jennifer Was Wondering About The Height Of The First Fire Hydrants Height (Southeast Corner) And The Slope Of It All.  Mayor Alvey Would Like To Go Over That Before Approving The Permits. Kathleen Feels That Its Not A Bad Deal To Let Them Start As Long As The Water Is Complete.   They Are Asking For A C.U.P. For Mike To Live In A Trailer In Their Back Yard. She Stated That It Is Because “Mike Had An Accident About 10 Years Ago A T.B.I. Its A Long-Term Thing. That He Will Have The Rest Of His Life. About A Yr Ago It Was Decided That It Would Be Best If He Was On His Own. So He Has His Space In The Trailer In The Back Yard. But He Can’t Always Be By Himself. There Are Times That He Needs Support From The Kids And I.”
    They Would Like An 18 Month CUP. “We Know That This Is Not Going Away. The Dr. Said That As He Gets Older It Will Probably Get Worse”.
    There Was Some Discussion On The Septic Set Up.
