1. CALL TO ORDER – ROLL CALL. Vice Chair Arnold called the Rockville Planning Commission meeting to order at 6:00 pm. Planning Commission members in attendance were Ken Rybkiewicz, Linda Brinkley, Jane Brennan, Andy Efstratis, Vice Chair Arnold, alternate member Layney DeLange and new alternate member Angie Frabisilio.  Town Clerk Shelley D. Cox recorded the meeting.  Vice Chair Arnold welcomed the new appointees.  Angie Frabisilio as an alternate member, Andy Efstratis was appointed a full-time member, and Ken Rybkiewicz was also reappointed as a full-time commissioner.  
2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE:  Vice Chair Arnold led the audience in the Pledge of Allegiance.

Clerk Cox swore in the new members and reappointed member of the Planning Commission. Jane Brennan thanked Garth Tyler for the many hours he spent serving on the Commission. He has reviewed so many plans and doublechecked things to make sure it complied with the Towns ordinances and codes.

3. DECLARATION OF CONFLICT OF INTEREST WITH AN AGENDA ITEM: Vice Chair Arnold asked if there were any conflicts of interest with tonight’s agenda. None were declared.

4    PUBLIC COMMENT: There were no public comments.

5.   RECOMMENDATION AND NOMINATION FOR THE 2025 PLANNING COMMISSION CHAIR AND VICE 
      CHAIR: Clerk Cox swore in the new members and reappointed member of the Planning Commission. Jane
Brennan thanked Garth Tyler for the many hours he spent serving on the Commission. He has reviewed so many plans and doublechecked things to make sure it complied with the Towns ordinances and codes. Vice Chair Arnold opened the floor to nominations.  Vice Chair Arnold MOVED to nominate Ken Rybkiewicz as Chair of the Planning Commission.  Jane Brennan SECONDED the motion.

 6.   Consideration and Action on a Building Permit for a Home at 525 West Main, Rockville- 
       Steve Brantley. Ken Rybkiewicz invited Steve Brantly to present his request.  Steve Brantly
       explained how he came to love Rockville and although he sold his first home here to his son, he 
       wishes to build again and move back to Rockville.  He provided the documentation needed for his 
       house plans. Jane Brennan has asked for copies of page 2 of the building instructions, which he had    
       provided. Ken Rybkiewicz invited the Commissioners to ask questions and follow the rules as Garth 
       Tyler had set. Tim Arnold said the problem is with grading. Tim Arnold said Mr. Brantley did not 
       own the property at that time of the grading. Tim Arnold asked if this issue would need to be taken up 
       with the previous owner.  Jane Brennan asked if Steve Brantley does not own the property, is the 
       Planning Commission allowed to consider this permit? Tim Arnold said a permit could be granted but 
       not issued until all the conditions of the permit are met. Tim Arnold said the closing of the property sale 
       is tomorrow.  Jane Brennan said she heard it was closing a few weeks ago.  Steve Brantley said his 
       part of the closing is done but Doyle Timmons – the current owner-portion is still needed. Tim Arnold 
       said this should be specified in the motion. Jane Brennan expressed concern over the grading issue as 
       it happened over the course of weeks and although Tim Arnold had spoken to the contractor for Mr. 
       Brantly the grading and hauling of materials continues. She cited the Town Code may require the 
       contractor to restore the property as it was, if the grading was done without a permit.  Steve Brantley 
       asked if that is what Jane Brennan would like done.  She said no, but this issue was very severe and 
       although the contractor was told to stop, he continued. Jane Brennan asked Kael Hirschi to come and 
       discuss this. They discussed the grading and moving of dirt. Kael Hirschi said there is a small 3’ 
       retaining wall near the home. Jane Brennan asked if a detailed site plan be done with the noted 
       added dirt work shown and the present elevations. Jane Brennan asked about the asphalt driveway, 
       that was also built to access this property, which was done without a permit.  Steve Brantley said he   
       had nothing to do with the driveway as the previous owner did to make the lots saleable. Doyle 
       Timmons had put the driveway into to access both lots as dictated by UDOT.   Jane Brennan said she 
       wants the new elevations and location of sewer access shown.  Steve Brantley has 
       already provided the sewer line layout.  Jane Brennan said she would be happier with better 
       illustrations of the layout and the wall and current elevations. Angie Frabasilio asked about the outdoor 
       lighting and to make sure the night sky is followed.  Steve Brantley is aware of this and will make sure 
       the lights shine down. Tim Arnold thanked Steve Brantly for being willing to discuss and fix the issues 
       needed.  Tim Arnold asked about the distance between the house and the garage and if the 
     measurements are from the building or from the eves.  Steve Brantley said it is measured from the actual 
     building. Jane Brennan asked if there were anywhere the two building are attached.  Steve Brantley said    
     this is no connection between the two. Jane Brennan explained that if the two buildings are attached in   
     any way or anywhere then both footprints are added together for the allowed footage. Ken Rybkiewicz   
     stated although he is a hired contractor with the Rockville pipeline company, he would like to ensure the 
     fire hydrant is within the allowed footage.  He also asked when the fire hydrant is going to be installed,
     please notify the pipeline to make those affected who will have no water during the construction be 
     notified. DeLayne Lange asked about culinary water for the home.  Steve Brantley stated he had bought 
     a property within the Town limits to acquire a culinary water share.  He said two irrigation shares for the 
     outside water of the home had been acquired with the property.  Kael Hirschi apologized for his previous 
     mistakes on other properties. Ken Rybkiewicz stated all conditions need to be addressed in the motion 
     and the public made aware.  Tim Arnold MOVED Whereas, the application for a building permit for a New   
     Home located 525 West Main, Rockville Utah submitted by Steve Brantley is complete, and Whereas, 
     the following has been addressed and accepted by the Planning Commissioners, when the following   
     have been received by the town of Rockville:
	1) Flood Plain Permit is approved
2) Add new grading elevations and location and description of retaining wall to plans located in Rockville town office.
3) Ownership is attained 
 4) The applicant is aware of his responsibility to notify the building inspector when inspections are due and before proceeding, and the cost of any extra inspections, however many are required will be added to the permitting fee.
Whereas, this building project complies with LAND USE CODE, and does not conflict with the ROCKVILLE GENERAL PLAN, and does not conflict with the nature of the community, I move we   
approve this application.

4. Planning Commission Administrative Business
a.  Simple Building Permits Issued- No simple permits were issued this last month.
The next Planning Commission meeting will be February 11, 2025.
Ken Rybkiewicz informed the Commission that when the pipeline allows a fire hydrant to be installed, they ask that it be installed on the road to allow usage by others.  Recently a new home, which is not connected nor owns a share of culinary water, requested a fire hydrant for the home.  The Pipeline company asked that it be installed on the road, however the Fire Chief required it be within 250 feet of the residence.  This is causing concern as the property owners do not have a share of culinary water and are using a well for their home.  Ken Rybkiewicz asked the Commissioners to be mindful when approving these types of situations as they have implications on many other entities.
Town Office Report: Each Commissioner is required to sign both the Disclosure Statement filed with the State of Utah and also the Ethics Statement.  This must be done annually, and the Disclosure is due at the end of this week.
