Mayor Abercrombie stated that the Weed and Nuisance Ordinance needs to be revisited to see if any clarification needs to be done. He would like to see some changes to the timeframe to get things cleaned up along with adding the penalties. Council Members discussed the ordinance and stated that the ordinances specify most all the concerns and decided to leave as is. The only change they stated is with who is the enforcement officer. It was stated that the wording of Uintah County Sheriff’s Office along with the Zoning Commissioner needs to be the enforcement and will handle this nuisance ordinance. Secretary Kaelyn Meyers will look into whether this will need a public hearing to clarify the wording better.

3) REPLACEMENT OF BALLARD CITY EQUIPMENT – 
Mayor Bob Abercrombie said that Public Works Director Ben Mower stated that the skid steer which is 11 years old, and the John Deer is needing to be replaced soon. Mayor Abercrombie read through some quotes for both. Council Members agreed to new Skid Steer and will put in request now for possible availability in August.
