· Will need to sort out how Torrey and the other Wayne County towns are affected.

· Transient Room Tax (TRT) & Resort Towns Tax
· Passed
· I think the increase by towns was removed before passage
· Need to review to determine effects on Torrey

· HB256 Short Term Rental Enforcement
· Passed
· This will affect the modifications to Torrey’s STR ordinance
· Link to HB256 - HB0256
· Sheriff department inter-local agreement
· HB456 will not affect an inter-local agreement since the municipal funding was removed
· Next steps are drafting an inter-local agreement and begin negotiations

· Walking path
· Will begin the project in the next few weeks.

· Grant will be submitted Monday
· Kudos to Brock & Jordan for getting this grant application ready
· Old business items
· New Water Ordinance language for county land use decision/subdivision water access.
· Will have draft for April
· Will work with Brock on this language
· Will need town lawyer to review
· Write with Brock a new 2025 water resolution. The Council needs to create a resolution to amend the wording in the water resolution to define the developer access to water.
· Will have for discussion in April
· This may require public hearing
