WELCOME:
In the absence of the Chair and Vice-Chair at the beginning on the meeting, Dean Tucker conducted the meeting and welcomed the Board and guests to the meeting.

MINUTES:


Commissioner Downs made a motion to approve the minutes of the Library Board meeting held August 19, 2014, with the changes discussed.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

2015 BUDGET - PROPOSED:
Mrs. Sanford went over the preliminary budget for 2015 that we would like to submit to the Budget Committee in October.  She told them that we have a relatively flat budget.  The highlights are Building & Grounds and sustainability.  We believe we have an option to solving the Centerville parking lot issue.  We are going to install a series of drains around the perimeter of the property and drains within the property and let it drain for a year or so before we put any kind of covering over the parking lot.  This should be done with the 2014 budget.  In 2015 we need to address the issue of the crumbling stairs at the North Branch Library and parking lot issues at the other buildings.  We are in the process of entering into an agreement with FFKR Architects to give us a professional recommendation of what needs to be done to repair the stairs.  It’s no longer an issue of just replacing the stairs since we have ADA codes that we need to adhere to.  Money is in the 2015 budget to build the Kaysville Branch.  We are requesting a new part-time custodian for the Kaysville Branch who will also help clean the carpets for all the branches.  We will move all the carpet cleaning in-house in 2015.  It has become necessary to purchase an ESX virtual server to replace four servers which run on windows 2003 that will no longer be able to be supported by July 2015.  $26,000 has been included in the IS plan for the purchase of this server.  The Personnel budget includes one full-time Information Systems staff member, 11 part-time custodians, two full-time maintenance staff and a part-time grounds keeper.  Mr. Woodward made a motion to approve the recommendation to move the proposed 2015 Budget forward to the Budget Committee for their consideration.  Mrs. Morgan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  Mrs. Summerhays came to the meeting.

CONTRACTS – RATIFICATION:

Commissioner Downs made a motion to ratify the contract with Stanley Security for the installation of camera security and equipment in the new Kaysville Branch in the amount of $45,651.  Mrs. Smith seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.

Mrs. Smith made a motion to ratify the contract with Construction Materials Technologies, Inc. (CMT) to perform special inspections during construction of the new Kaysville Branch in the amount of $11,878.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

CHILDREN’S SERVICES – UPDATE BY CINDI JULANDER:

Cindi Julander, Children’s Librarian at the South Branch Library, presented an overview of the Summer Reading Program.  She went over the programs and the attendance at each.  Mrs. Sanford thanked all of those on the Children’s committee and all of the staff for the very successful programs.  Mrs. Page came to the meeting.

KAYSVILLE BRANCH – UPDATE:

Mrs. Sanford updated the Board on the new Kaysville Branch.  She told them that the geo-pier installation and testing has been completed and deemed a success.  They have begun construction in earnest and will soon be pouring footings.  Weekly OAC (Owner/Architect/Contractor) meetings are underway.  The FFE (Furniture, fixtures and equipment) Committee met last Friday to begin looking at the interior design of the building.  The new address for the Kaysville Branch is 215 N. Fairfield Road.  The RFP for shelving will be released next Monday, September 22, 2014.  The branch is expected to open in the summer of 2015.
ENTERPRISE DEMONSTRATION – JERRY MEYER:

Jerry Meyer gave the Board a demonstration of our new Enterprise Library Catalog system.  He told them that we are extremely lucky to have Josh Johnson, our new Headquarters Branch Librarian, who knows enough about coding to configure the catalog to look as if it is on our Library website.  Mr. Meyer went over some of the search options it is capable of, including eBooks and eAudiobooks, which are integrated into the catalog now.  The staff is in the process of testing it.
RATIFICATION OF BILLS – JULY 2014:

Mr. Woodward made a motion to ratify the bills paid in July 2014 in the amount of $765,841.04.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously. 
Mrs. Sanford reminded the Board about the Fine Art Exhibit which opens this Friday, September 19, 2014 at 7:00 pm.  The Library will have activities starting at 6:30 pm.  The exhibit goes through March 2015.

ADJOURNMENT:

Mr. Woodward made a motion to adjourn at 8:55 a.m.  Mrs. Summerhays seconded the motion.  The motion was unanimously carried.
