UPDATING THE PRIMER PROTOCOL

Taken from the March 2010 Minutes:
 “At least once a year, an opportunity to submit desired changes and feedback regarding the Primer, will be provided.  This will take place the month of January.  A reminder will be sent out.  An appointed person will collect these changes and present them at the February Safety Net meeting.  At this point, an appointed committee will decide whether or not to 1) change the document entirely or 2) try to incorporate changes small changes or 3) do nothing.  The Coordinating Committee will fine tune this protocol.”

The Coordinating Committee review, of the Primer Protocol, included the following:
The Safety Net Primer will be reviewed annually with suggested changes presented in the February Safety Net Committee meeting.  Suggested changes are to be submitted through the year to  Safety Net Coordinator.  A Primer Task Force will be created and begin reviewing the proposed Primer Changes following the October Safety Net Committee meeting.   
The Primer Task Force will be composed of the Safety Net Coordinator and Case Manager, a representative from the Attorney General’s office, 2-3 members of the prior Primer Task Force (to maintain continuity,)  2 members of a social service agency, and 2 members of the Fundamentalist communities.  Qualifications the Primer Task Force membership will include the following:  willingness to be available for 75% of the in-person or phone conferencing meetings during the editing phase, availability to give timely feedback on any email discussions about Primer additions, ability to give balanced feedback, and willingness to compromise and balance self-interest with the overall good of the Primer editing to create a product that is collaborative and balanced in it’s perspective.  Both the representative from the Attorney General’s office and the Safety Net Coordinator will have the final editing over the Primer.  The Primer Task Force will present an edited version of the proposed Primer additions for the January Safety Net Committee meeting.  This edited version will then be read and approved in the February Safety Net Committee meeting. 
The Primer Task Force will rotate membership annually through volunteers and/or nominations in the August Safety Net meeting.
