While the budget target for this time of year is 42%, we are currently performing above expectations across most categories. The data processing category remains a challenge, with only 5% of allocated funds remaining. Upon investigation with DTS, we discovered billing charges for a former employee were still being applied to our account. This error has been identified and corrections are in process, with charge reversals expected to appear in next month's statement. Overall, our financial position remains strong. The finance committee has reviewed and approved this report.

· EXECUTIVE SESSION
Chair Teuscher recommended the board move into closed executive session pursuant to Utah Code 52-4-205(1)(a) and (d), to discuss a project proposal and a personnel issue.
