4. PERC Project Update - PERC center in the basement of the library closed in November 2024. PERC items will be shelved on the North Wing main floor in the Storytelling Wing. There will be a small collection of items on the nearby tables for in-library use. Items on the shelves are available for browsing and check out. The collection has been very well received. 6. Update on Library renovation- renovation of North Wing Circulation area and gardens - Bryce Merrill -  48:20 (Click here for recording)

The design process has been completed and the project has now moved to the bid process.  The Library project is being done at the same time as a project for the Public Safety building. Layton Construction will be bidding both projects at the same time which will save money. The library renovation will include the Circulation Desk and Circulation area remodel, the courtyard renovation, replacing the door leading from the Storytelling Wing into Library Hall, a new entrance, a new Circulation Desk, the Children’s Desk moving closer to the entrance and adding a book sorter. A greenhouse will be added to the lower courtyard and steps will be added down to the lower courtyard and to the upper courtyard. There are no long closures anticipated during the construction but maybe some weekend closures. Bryce Merrill said he has told the City Council that closure will be kept to a minimum during the renovation.

Nancy Schultze asked about the change with the Book Sale. The Book Sale will be changed to a quarterly event. This is partly due to the space issue with the renovation. The first Book Sale will be held March 3rd and 4th. Staff has talked to other libraries and this is the model that other libraries are using.  Mike Smith’s team will host the event in the Library Hall lobby. The way the event is done may be changed after the first event. Things will be tried and staff will make corrections so it can be improved with each event. A suggestion was made to offer an early hour for library card holders.  Bryce said he will take it back to staff so they can brainstorm ideas.
