
MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING AND REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD SEPTEMBER 29, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Present
Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton; Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Commissioner Kirk J. Wood, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Building and Grounds Supervisor Shane Jenkins, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, and BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.
Opening And Consideration Of Bids For A New Steel Building At The Duchesne County Fairgrounds


Supervisor Jenkins stated that we received the following three (3) bids:

$471,214.00

· Ridgeline

$233,866.00

· Country Wide 
$219,999.00

Commissioner Peatross stated that Country Wide Builders is the apparent lowest bidder and recommended that Director Jenkins review the bids and come back with a recommendation. 

Public Works/Road Department Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is working on flooded areas in Strawberry and the Koch Field Road. We also have a crew edging on 5000 S.
Discussion Of An Issue Regarding The Planning And Zoning Department
County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde & Resident Roni Potter joined the meeting at 9:30 A.M…
Ms. Potter stated that she attended court on a child custody case on the 15th that involves DCFS which is where Administrator Hyde’s wife works. She feels that there is a conflict of interest because Administrator Hyde is head of Planning and Zoning and his wife works for DCFS.
Administrator Hyde stated that the only thing that the county provided to DCFS was the minutes of the prior commission meeting that Ms. Potter attended. She alleged during that meeting that he was over stepping his authority, but it was determined by the commission that he was doing his job. It was decided by DCFS that there wasn’t a conflict. DCFS received documentation from the Building Department but he had nothing to do with it. 

Chairman Winterton stated that he recalls when Ms. Potter attended a previous commission meeting, that there were pictures showing progress being made on her property. 
Administrator Hyde stated that the Planning Commission issued a temporary conditional use permit on June 5, 2014 to Ms. Potter for one year. An inspection will need to be done in June of 2015. The Building Department can take pictures. They need to be involved anyway Ms. Potter has not gotten all of their permits and inspections need to be done on their buildings according to the documents submitted by the Building Department.
Ms. Potter stated that she wants to be left alone and feels this is a vendetta. She would rather have someone else be involved. She feels this is a vendetta from Administrator Hyde and his wife and she doesn’t want Administrator Hyde on her property.

Chairman Winterton stated that Administrator Hyde is a professional and he does his job. If they say there is not conflict, there is not conflict. We do have a responsibility to other government agencies. He doesn’t feel that Administrator Hyde is out to get her.  He has an obligation to make sure there are safe conditions and is to follow guidelines to do his job. This is a small community where he and his wife are both involved so these kinds of things come up occasionally and this is a rare occasion.  Administrator Hyde needs to do his job so we can have someone else takes pictures as long as it meets Planning and Zoning obligations. 
Ms. Potter stated that this satisfies her.

Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Comments On The Proposed Rule Governing Rights Of Ways On Indian Land

Deputy County Attorney Jared Tingey joined the meeting at 9:56 A.M…
Attorney Tingey stated that he added a few things to what Administrator Hyde has prepared. He added information that defines how someone goes about getting a right of way. Administrator Hyde stated that the letter indicates how difficult it is due to the checkerboard of tribal lands in our county.  We ask that they add in that the tribe consider allowing road enhancement projects to go across their properties. Commissioner Peatross stated that this is of a very important nature and would like time to review it better.  He suggested that they approve it content and do a final review before it’s mailed. Chairman Winterton agreed and commended Attorney Tingey and Administrator Hyde on their good work. We need to send copies to our delegation also.
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Moon Lake Boat Ramp Project

Administrator Hyde stated that in 2012, we sent comments to the Forest Service about the boat ramp. They are issuing a travel restriction on the lake such as no wake or a 25 horsepower motor. With the motor alternative, it would restrict a lot of boats. He feels it’s better to allow everybody and limit it to no wake so we are supporting the no wake restriction. Commissioner Wood suggested adding no wake boundaries rather than having the entire lake wakeless. 
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Covenants, Bylaws And Restrictions – Silver Moon Ranch

Administrator Hyde stated that they want the county to enforce their covenants, bylaws and restrictions, but we do not enforce those. Attorney Allred stated that he feels the response is appropriate. This has nothing to do with the county.
Discussion Of A Draft Letter Regarding Transwest Express Transmission Project – Revised Agency Preferred Alternative

Commissioner Peatross suggested changing the language from we urge you one last time to do the right thing to say urge them again, because this will no doubt not be the last time that we ask. Administrator Hyde stated that he added the maps of the oil wells that are proposed right where they want to run this transmission line. This is going to impact the ability of mineral owners to get their minerals.  Commissioner Peatross suggested that Administrator Hyde contact Mark Ward who feels that there are things that can be done to stop this. Commissioner Peatross stated that the rest of the letter looks good.

Consideration Of A Memorandum Of Understanding (MOU) Establishing Cooperating Agency Relationship With The Forest Service In Uinta Express Pipeline Project

Administrator Hyde stated that both he and Attorney Tingey have reviewed this and have reached an MOU. Commissioner Peatross moved to approve Chairman Wintertons signature on this MOU. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Discussion Of The 4H Livestock Show
USU Extension Agent Troy Cooper joined the meeting at 10:22 A.M…
Mr. Cooper presented figures from the County Livestock Shows since 2010 and stated that in 2013, fifteen kids that live in Uintah County who go to Duchesne County Schools had a total sale of eighteen thousand dollars ($18,000). Commissioner Peatross stated that the fair board feels that we should leave it open to Duchesne County kids and determine how many animals can be shown.  Mr. Cooper stated that there were 313 animals this year and he feels that 250-275 should be the limit. He feels that the resolution would be to cap the number of animals in each class. Commissioner Peatross stated that he is okay with leaving it to Duchesne County School District programs and cap the numbers. He requested that Mr. Cooper come up with the numbers and come back to the commission.
Discussion Of Recreation Fees And Raising Current Fees With The Ashley National Forest

Louis Haynes, John Erickson and Kristy Groves with the Forest Service joined the meeting at 10:40 A.M…
Mr. Erickson presented the attached sheet with locations and proposed amounts to each one and stated that they want input on their proposed fees. Chairman Winterton asked how the money is used. Ms. Groves stated that the money is used for seasonal employees, maintenance and plumbing. People clean up after they stay. Commissioner Peatross stated that he is in favor of the user pay philosophy. Mr. Haynes stated that these rentals have become destination places and are highly occupied. Commissioner Peatross requested to have Administrator Hyde write a letter in support. 
Report From Horrocks Engineers On The Hancock Cove Sewer Project

Byron Colton with Horrocks Engineers joined the meeting at 11:03 A.M…
Mr. Colton presented the attached feasibility study and stated that there are concerns from Roosevelt City on this project moving forward. There are seven hundred (700) lots in Hancock Cove and three hundred (300) of them have homes on them right now. This is the problem with septic systems; all of the discharge is going into the ground adding to the ground water. We built this to allow future expansion to push a sewer system out throughout the whole area. We projected a growth rate thirty (30) years down the road in Hancock Cove and Roosevelt City. The winter storage is going to become a problem. There is going to be growth in Roosevelt City also and the need for a bigger pipe is going to be there.  Roosevelt City is running 4 out of their 5 pivots because we haven’t had sufficient water. The proposed funding package to make this work would be through a special service district and getting a three million dollar ($3,000,000) grant, two million dollar ($2,000,000) loan at 2.5% for thirty (30) years. A grant loan mix from the Division of Water Quality and PCIB for a total of seven million six hundred seventy five thousand dollars. Users would pay fifty one dollars and forty cents ($51.40) a month per connection.

Consideration Of A Contract Providing HR Services

Personnel Diretor Lisa Henrie, Recorder Elect Shelley Brummond, Sheriff Travis Mitchell, Sheriff Elect Dave Boren & IS Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 12:37 P.M…
Sheriff Mitchell stated that when the county entered into this contract, he was skeptical, but he has been astonished of all of the things Director Henrie has done for us. We have had a large amount of HR Services and there has never been a time that she hasn’t helped us. She has saved us from lawsuits and blunders and we have established a good relationship. She has helped recruit and maintain people and we would like her to be here next year. She has done so much for our office. We strongly encourage you to renew her contract. 
Sheriff Elect Boren stated that he agrees with what Sheriff Mitchell stated and there is more trust now than ever with the HR Office. Before Director Henrie, things weren’t being done, so we did things ourselves. We trust Director Henrie and we are now working on salaries and job descriptions. We have been very happy with her work and the improvement on our image. She has made real strides with flag ceremonies, hiring Veteran’s, and recruitment. We have had previous issues and Director Henrie has worked hard to get good employees. He has dealt with disciplinary actions and he needs her help to keep us from getting sued; she is a real benefit. 
Director Ogletree stated that he has worked in the private sector where he had bad HR support. Director Henrie has provided stellar support, advice and wisdom. She makes sure what we do is right.

Recorder Elect Brennen stated that we have had difficulties in our office and Director Henrie has checked in to try to help. There were days when we thought everyone was going to walk out.
Treasurer Department Update
No discussion was held. This agenda was postponed by general consent. 
Consideration Of Vouchers
Deputy Clerk Auditor Connie Sweat joined the meeting at 1:03 P.M…
The commission reviewed vouchers # 129286 through 129341 dated September 22, 2014 in the amount of one hundred thirty six thousand three hundred fourteen dollars and seventy two cents ($136,314.72). Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
The commission also reviewed vouchers # 129342 through 129370 dated September 29, 2014 in the amount of ninety two thousand six hundred ninety one dollars and ninety five cents ($92,691.95). Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the vouchers as presented. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of Tax Adjustments – Assessor

The commission reviewed the tax adjustments presented by the Clerk Auditor’s Office. Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the tax adjustments as recommended by the Assessor’s Office. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners vote aye and the motion passed. 

Consideration Of A Business License Application For New Frontier Solutions
Commissioner Wood motioned to approve the business license application as presented. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
Consideration Of An Agreement With Jones & DeMille Engineering, Inc.

Commissioner Peatross stated that the agreement is for engineering services for the Bridgeland Bridge Relocation Project.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the agreement with Jones & DeMille Engineering, Inc. subject to attorney review. Commissioner Wood seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration To Initiate And Obligate Funds For Secure Rural Schools Title III Projects

Chairman Winterton stated that we use some of our portion on search and rescue; some was put toward the fires that our county had. There was some money left and we had to either send it back to the Utah Treasurer or show how we had the money committed to a project. The district did say that the money is committed to search 
and rescue and other fire projects. Commissioner Wood motioned to keep the funds the same as in the past putting 7% in Title III which will be used for firewise that will go to our emergency district #3, 8% in Title II for special projects that goes to our RAC program, and 85% for public schools and roads in Title I that goes to our Transportation SSD #2. Commissioner Peatross seconded the motion. All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
