Regular Meeting Agenda


1. Call to order:  Board Vice President Doug Thompson.
2.  Acceptance of Minutes:  Rodger Pond motioned to approve the June minutes. The motion was seconded by Joy Reyes. The motion passed unanimously.  

3. Approval of Agenda:  Sue Sorenson motioned to approve the agenda.  The motion was seconded Roger Jones. The motion passed unanimously.  
4. Questions and Comments for staff and board:  None
5. Board Business:

A. Board President Report: Doug Thompson – Update on sales tax issue. The district withdrew based on how many more councils to approve it and that the County was not on board. Logan City was trying to get the County and the District to go together to on a sales tax. There has been discussion about forming a committee to move forward with that.
B. Service Committee Report: Ron Hornsby – Quarterly report. Most reported indicators show a decrease from 2013. However, the construction began in June of 2013 and we should begin to see more steady numbers.
C. Budget/Audit Committee Report: Rodger Pond – Review the Budget to Actual Comparison sheet. This sheet shows Revenues and Expenses for the first half of 2014. Review of General Fund Balance Sheet. Gives a comparison of last quarter 2013 to first half 2014. 
6. Action Items:
A. Adopt 2nd quarter financial report: Tom Hogan motioned to adopt the 2nd quarter financial report. The motion was seconded by Ron Hornsby. The motion passed unanimously.
B. Consideration of Resolution 2014-01. Roger Jones gave several wording change recommendations. The changes will be added and the consideration to adopt the resolution will take place at the next meeting.

7. Workshop Items:
A. Presentation on advertising by Lamar: There have been a few companies who currently have a contract that have signed on for another year and there are more new business possibilities. The board was asked to consider the idea of full body wraps and if it is within the vision of the policy to allow them. Roger Jones motioned to support the proposal to allow Lamar to do full body wraps so long as the logo is optimally retained in the wrap. Ron Hornsby seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
8. General Manger Report:
A. Triennial Review: Curtis Roberts – The review finished up last week with a triennial reviewer and a representative of the FTA on site. Typically they will have 6-8 findings. CVTD had three findings. They should be sending out a draft letter by next week and we will respond with the fixes. The final letter will be given to the board that should show that all the findings have been fixed.
B. Park-N-Ride: Nathan Coats – Construction is on schedule. It is set to be finished by the end of October. The roundabout should be done in September.
D. Todd Beutler – Read a letter about how the employees of CVTD, with the help of another passenger and the police, helped a passenger recover his stolen computer.
