	Discussion was held on the following topics. 

Review of Resolution 2014-15, Schedule A, an Amended Agreement on the Maintenance of US Forest Service Roads in the Dixie National Forest 

GIS Lou Pratt updated the Commission regarding the Amended Maintenance Agreement for the new road through the Deer Springs Ranch.

Review of Resolution 2014-16, a Resolution Requesting the Recertification of the Kane County Justice Court

The Commission reviewed the annual recertification of the Justice Court.

Discussion on Ordinance 2014-17, an Amendment to Chapter 27 of the Land Use Ordinance

LUA Shannon McBride updated the Commission regarding the new Amendments to Chapter 27 of the Land Use Ordinance.

Discussion on Ordinance 2014-18, an Amendment to Chapter 21 of the Land Use Ordinance, RUI

LUA Shannon McBride updated the Commission regarding Rural Unimproved Subdivisions ie:  the roads are not constructed or maintained by Kane County , there are no utilities, and improvements are the responsibility of the owner or developer.  The wording will be on the map, with the addition of “if and when the developer/landowner has met County standards for infrastructure and specification, and they have been formally accepted by the County, these requirements should be removed from the plat.  County acceptance of infrastructure does not infer that the county will upgrade that accepted infrastructure beyond the standard of its acceptance.”   

Robert Houston from the Land Use Board said that the intent is to correct illegal subdivisions, not to develop dry subdivisions with future problems.   

Discussion on Ordinance 2014-19, an Amendment to Chapter 1 of the Land Use Ordinance, Definitions

Definition was corrected to specify the meaning of group homes. 

Discuss Sponsorship Packages for the ‘County Seat’ local programming

Discussion regarding the value of the ‘County Seat’ occurred. 

Other Business: 

· Commissioner Heaton wants a Resolution addressing Forest Service Grazing.  He would also like to get a petition for the ‘Grant Gerber Horse Ride’ (‘Grass March’/ Simulated Pony Express Trip). This ride will go from San Francisco, Ca. to Washington DC.
