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ORDINANCE 2025-02
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING TITLE 1 – ADMINISTRATION, CHAPTER 1.6 MAYOR AND TOWN COUNCIL, SECTION 1.6.4 – MEETINGS; PROCEDURE AND CONDUCT OF THE LAKETOWN MUNICIPAL CODE; PROVIDING FOR REPEALER AND SEVERABILITY 
WHEREAS, pursuant to §10-3-502 of Utah State Code (as amended) the legislative body of each municipality is required by ordinance to prescribe the time and place for the holding of its regular meetings; and
WHEREAS, the Town Council has determined that to better serve the residents of the community, the Town Council shall now meet on the first Wednesday of each month at six o’clock (6:00) P.M.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of Laketown, Utah:
SECTION 1: 	Repealer.  If any provisions of the municipal code previously adopted are inconsistent herewith they are hereby repealed.
SECTION 2: 	Amendment.  Title 1 – Administration, Chapter 1.6 Mayor And Town Council, Section 1.6.4 – Meetings; Procedure And Conduct of the Laketown Municipal Code is hereby amended to read as follows:
1.6.4 Meetings; Procedure And Conduct
A. Regular Meetings: The tTown cCouncil shall hold at least one (1) public meeting at the Laketown mMunicipal oOffice each month on the first Wednesday at sevensix o'clock (76:00) P.M. or as may be rescheduled from time to time.
B. Special Meetings: If at any time the business of the tTown requires a special meeting of the tTown cCouncil, such meeting may be ordered by the mMayor or any two (2) members of the tTown cCouncil. The order shall be entered in the minutes of the tTown cCouncil. The order shall provide at least three (3) hours' notice of the special meeting and notice thereof shall be served by the tTown cClerk on each member who did not sign the order by delivering the notice personally or by leaving it at the member's usual place of abode. The personal appearance by a member at any specially called meeting constitutes a waiver of the notice required in this subsection.
C. Open Meetings; Exceptions: Every meeting is open to the public, unless closed pursuant to Utah Code Annotated sSections §52-4-4 and §52-4-5 (as amended).
D. Quorum: 
1. Defined: The number of members of the Ttown cCouncil necessary to constitute a quorum is three (3) or more. 
2. Necessary: No action of the tTown cCouncil shall be official or of any effect, except when a quorum of the members is present. Fewer than a quorum may adjourn from time to time. 
3. Compelling Attendance: The tTown cCouncil shall have the power to compel the attendance of its own members and provide such penalties as it deems necessary for the failure to comply therewith. 
E. Voting:
1. How Vote Taken: A roll call vote shall be taken and recorded for all ordinances, resolutions and any action which would create a liability against the tTown and in any other case at the request of any member of the tTown cCouncil by a "yes" or a "no" vote and shall be recorded. Every resolution or ordinance shall be in writing before the vote is taken.
2. Minimum Vote Required: The minimum number of yes votes required to pass any ordinance, resolution or to take any action by the tTown cCouncil, unless otherwise prescribed by law, shall be a majority of the members of the quorum, but shall never be less than three (3). 
3. Exception To Minimum Number: Any ordinance, resolution or motion of the tTown cCouncil having fewer favorable votes than required herein shall be deemed defeated and invalid, except a meeting may be adjourned to a specific time by a majority vote of the tTown cCouncil even though such majority vote is less than that required herein. 
4. Filling Vacancies: A majority of the members of the tTown cCouncil, regardless of number, may fill any vacancy in the tTown cCouncil. 
5. Reconsideration: Any action taken by the tTown cCouncil shall not be reconsidered or rescinded at any special meeting unless the number of members of the tTown cCouncil present at the special meeting is equal to or greater than the number of members present at the meeting when the action was approved.
F. Opening Ceremony Policy. The Town of Laketown can may have an opening ceremony in their public meetings that can consist of a thought or prayer followed by the pledge of allegiance. The opening ceremony shall be limited to three (3) minutes. The mMayor or personCouncil member conducting the meeting in the absence of the Mayor willshall enforce the time limit. When meetings are not held digitally, participants in the opening ceremony must participate in person. Those participating in the opening ceremony will be invited to do so mby the mMayor or personCouncil member  conducting the meeting in the absence of the Mayor.
SECTION 3: 	Severability.  If any section, subsection, sentence, clause, or phrase of this amendment is declared invalid or unconstitutional by a court of competent jurisdiction, said portion shall be severed and such declaration shall not affect the validity of the remainder of this amendment.
SECTION 4:	Effective Date.  This ordinance, being necessary for the peace, health, and safety of the Town, shall become effective immediately upon posting.
