Regular council meeting was called to order at 6:30 PM. Noting those present and stating that proper Notice & Agenda had been posted.

Minutes: Motion was made by Co. Robinett to approve the Oct 15 meeting minutes with a correction to the policy on sick leave discussion, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

Petitions, Remonstrances & Communications:

Consideration of change to animal control ordinance to amend effective date of annual licenses. Christian states to council the changes that was made regarding the expiration of the licenses. Motion was made by Co. Robinett to approve ordinance #2024-05, seconded by Co. Logston.  Motion passed unanimously.

Business License Application – Crystal Dettmar. This will be for a cleaning service. Motion to approve by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Turkey certificates for full time city employees. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve certificates up to $40 for full-time employees, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Donation to cat rescue. This item was not added to the agenda until today. It was brought up to us by a member of the community today and they felt as though it was an emergency. Mary North is here to discuss this with the information that we have. Mary states that this is the only cat rescue that has reached out regarding this situation. They are just starting out and they are working out some of the logistics. Would like to have a donation to give to them for helping us out. Mary explains the situation to the council. Motion by Co. Logston to donate $1,000, seconded by Co. Robinett. Motion passed unanimously. 

Reports from Council Members, Boards & Committees:

Co. Robinett: We need to come up with a plan on the properties in Sunnyside that need to be surveyed. This came up when someone wanted to purchase lots on Edgehill in Sunnyside. These will need to be surveyed. Do we need to measure and try to get parcel numbers? We will work on this and get it on the next agenda. The owners of the Sunnyside CoGen would like to change their property description from a coal fired power plant to a solar power plant. Co. Robnett states that we will not have another planning and zoning meeting until January. 

Co. Logston: We are talking about building two kiosks for the cemetery. We are looking at around $400 to get this done. Motion by Co. Ferguson to approve the purchase of materials to build the kiosks up to $500 at both cemeteries, seconded by Co. Robinett. Motion passed unanimously. Today while digging a grave at the new cemetery, they ran into a huge rock. We need to get a jackhammer attachment for the skidsteer. Cody will get the information on pricing for the equipment. We had an issue with horses running loose by Columbia. Co. Logston asks if we can put something in the newsletter for people to call dispatch when they see things like this instead of putting it on Facebook. 

Co. Ferguson: Nothing to report. Briefly discusses the city Facebook page.

Co. Stewart: Excused

Co. Abeyta: The reservoir is sitting at about 105” down. We need to pray for moisture. We have been having problems with a leak and have been working with Filter Tech. We talked with Mountainland to see if we could get some help from them. We had the parking lot at the city shop paved and we have new landscaping done at the treatment plant. We laid a lot of crushed concrete up at the plant also.

Mayor: We have a big issue with dogs also. The shelter is not taking dogs right now. Discussion on the situation with the animal shelter and having the mayors meet with the County Commissioners regarding the situation. We had the state water board come out last week and we had them visit the new plant. Was able to meet with them at another meeting in Price. Looking for letters of support for the NRCS grant for the reservoir. We are having a Christmas party on December 11th here at City Hall. Will have a review on the 17th of our finances. We need to work on the road for Trostle’s property. Christian will meet with Todd Thorne. Scofield is in desperate need of an EMS service. We have an ambulance that we could possibly donate to them and possibly work on training. Christian states that he filed a motion on a hearing for the house of Marvin Brown’s. Will find out a court date and let the council know. 

Old Business: The angel tree is up, and we will send out donation letters to local businesses. We are going to cap it at 30. Also talked to the school about any kids in need, we will also do food boxes and the fire department will help in getting food boxes out. 

Payables: Motion to approve by Co. Logston, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion to adjourn by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.
