Work Meeting – 5:00 P.M.

Reports from Council Members, Boards & Committees:

Co. Robinett:  We will have our next Planning & Zoning meeting in January. Put up the last of the angels today, we had a total of 38. We are in the last week of our class and hopefully by the first part of January we will have some new EMT’s. Will be in Richfield this week for the Rural Directors meetings. 

Co. Logston: nothing to report. talked to Dvid Hinkins about the coke ovens, he may be able to help us out. 

Co. Ferguson: Nothing to report. At the beginning of January, we will be sending out donation letters for Community Daze. Would like to schedule some work meeting to work on a few things for Community Daze.

Co. Stewart: Barbara Robinet will be attending the Rural Directors meeting, and it will cost under $300. Motion to approve by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Co. Abeyta: We have not been able to get up to the reservoir to see where the levels are. We have been having problems with leaks at the treatment plant. Our maintenance crew has learned a lot with the mistakes that have been made. Concerned with the homeless in town. They started a tree on fire and it moved on to another tree. There are some residents that are concerned. 

Mayor: letters of support for NRCS we are just waiting for one more letter. Met with someone from Rural Water on the sewer lagoons. The equipment that we talked to them about will cost around $600,000. There is a city with a grinder that we may be able to get. Will be going to pick up the new police truck tomorrow. Filter Tech was here dealing with the leaks and the pumps. Working on the fire contract with the County. There has been no change with the transfer station. The Christmas party will be on the 11th. We are going to do some care packages this year and we will work with Jennifer Carter on putting boxes together. Shop with a cop will be on the 21st. Santa will be going around town on the 21st also. 

Motion to adjourn regular session to a closed session for pending or ongoing litigation by Co. Robinett seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion to go into closed session by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed with Co. Stewart, Co. Ferguson, Co. Abeyta, Co. Robinett & Co. Logston voting for. 

Closed session was open at 7:12 P.M. in regards to pending or ongoing litigation.

Motion to adjourn closed session by Co. Logston, seconded by Co. Robinett. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion to go into regular session by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Robinett. Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor states that we need to purchase a couple pieces of equipment, and we are going to go after a loan to get this equipment. One is a jackhammer $11,000, this will attach to the mini ex. We talked about another piece of equipment and that would be a street sweeper for the skid steer for $11,000. At the conference met with Zions Bank about a loan. Talked with Gary about this and he just wanted to make sure there was no early penalty for early payoff. This is something for the council to think about right now.
