Regular council meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. Noting those present and stating that proper Notice & Agenda had been posted.

Minutes:  Co. Robinett asks for a correction regarding Tim. Tim agreed to be terminated with just a verbal termination. Approved with changes by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously.

Petitions, Remonstrances & Communications:

Mayor thanks everyone for getting us thru the holiday season. Mayor thanks the maintenance, office, fire, and police for the work that was done with passing out candy, shop with a cop and angel tree. 

Cody Valdez – RWAU Conference. We will be sending Grant and Cody. Grant will be testing and will be gone a full week; registration will be $560 for Grant and for Cody $460. This will be in St. George towards the end of February. Motion by Co. Robinett to send Cody and Grant to the conference in February, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

We will also have four firefighters going to winter fire school in St. George this Thursday thru Sunday. Those attending will be Bert, Ayden, Max, and Cody. Ayden Rizzi is also the new assistant fire chief for the department. We will advertise for more volunteers for the department. 

We got a bid for fencing to repair damage done during the windstorm that we had. We do need to get more bids on that, and we are also getting bids on some roof repairs on some of our buildings. Cody goes over the repairs that we are working on getting bids for. 

Policy Manual:  Co. Robinett states that she has been going thru the policy manual and has been researching ideas on how to get this updated ourselves. She can email different cities to see who they use or if they use an HR. There is a lot of work that needs to be done to this manual. At the time this was done was when we combined cities. What would council like to do moving forward? Co. Stewart states that he thinks it would be good to research cities our size and see what they do with their policies. Co. Robinett will work on emailing different cities.

Introduction and Adoption of Resolution and Ordinances:

 Resolution #1-25 – Setting meeting dates for 2025. Motion to approve by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Reports from Council Members, Boards & Committees:

Co. Robinett:  we need to decide on what we will charge for individuals wanting to purchase property from the city. We need to come up with a resolution or ordinance on what the steps are to purchase property from the city. There should be some type of policy. Christian states that we should have an ordinance in place for this. Do we want to see what other cities are charging for properties that they are selling? Christian goes over what the county does when selling properties. We need to make sure we are going to follow state law, but we should reserve the right to adjust this. Planning and Zoning meeting was canceled this month because there was not a quorum. State Code 10-8-4 sub paragraph 4 Christian reads this regarding the property we were just discussing. Co. Robinett also asks about the tablets for council. Mayor states that we will talk to Gary about this.

Co. Logston:  we had some problems with the furnace at the Museum and it was a belt that was repaired. We did have our pipes freeze and the maintenance crew will look at some things. We also need to keep in mind our water situation, we need more precipitation. Weed control will be an issue if we do not have a lot of water this year. We may need to bite the bullet and have someone spray for us.  A nice brochure was found at the museum, and we would like to get some of these printed and handed out throughout the County. 

Co. Ferguson: Excused

Co. Stewart: Cody has already briefed us on the fire department. With the ambulance the ambulance department would like to follow suit with the project that the fire department has done with pictures of past and present crew members and painting. We had a speaker last Saturday and we had 21 show up. We have an EVO training tomorrow night at 6. We will also have trainings come up the rest of this month and also in February. We will also have a speaker come out on the 22nd from 1-3 and this is especially for the first responders. We will also let other departments in the area know. We will also have some students testing soon. 

Co. Abeyta: Our reservoir is sitting at 91” down. We have court on the 23rd on the burned house. We need to pray for some snow/precipitation. Hopefully, we will have a wet spring.

Mayor: Logan with the Power Plant is here to discuss a project that they have going on. Mayor turns the time over to Logan Egbert with Panamint Capital which owns the power plant. Logan reads a letter to the council describing what they are working on. They would like to have 120 acres annexed into the city which is now in the county’s jurisdiction. This would be for a future solar project on the properties so they can extend the life of the plant. Christian explains the process for noticing and what needs to be done to start the annexation process. 

Radios, we came up two short and we got them ordered. We were invoiced just under $15,000. After a phone call to the director explaining our situation. Tina with UCA called and we ordered radios thru her for just under $1,500. They sent someone out and got things installed and reprogrammed. We are at 8” and 12” for snowpack. Had an inquiry about selling 300 acres and a railroad supr. Mayor states that we may not sell but lease the property. The 24 hour hold for dogs we are still throwing ideas around on how it will work out. Debbie from Filter Tech was here and we have a pump problem they are working on. Chris with Excecutech was here and finished some work at the new PD. We need to get a bid for the ambulance repair. We will have a Durango come up for sale now that we got a new police truck. As of right now there will be a $60 demo permit, $2,000 for asbestos testing, this is for the burned house. The generators have been ordered for the new PD and we did receive a grant for $10,000 for this generator project from Rocky Mountain Power. The NRCS grant we received all the letters of support, and they have been sent to the engineers. The mayor goes over the financial report with council to give the percentages for the departments for the first six months of this year. Discussed with Cody and Co. Abeyta about adding to an ordinance no parking of construction equipment on lots.
