Work Meeting 5:30 P.M.

Tonight’s work meeting is in regards to Community Daze. The raffle is usually done by Dave Maggio, Co. Abeyta will check with him to see if he still wants to do it. Co. Ferguson states that she will make contact with Mary Bowers and Tammy Edwards to see if they still want to help with the parade. We will also check with Mary Bowers to see if she wants to do the breakfast again and possibly do it for a bit longer. Co. Ferguson also asks about watering the park this year, are we going to have enough water? Co. Logston discusses the issues that we had with the water last year and other issues that went on with the day. We need to make sure we have one person talking to and getting the porta potties set up. Co. Abeyta states that when the people are coming to the event and they are camping in the park, they are creating damage to the grass driving in and out of the park. We need to have more control over this. The electrical on the east side of the fence where all the food vendors are, they kept overloading. Co. Ferguson states that she is working on the entertainment and have had contact with a few people to perform. The entertainment will run until 4 in the afternoon and then it will be turned over to the car show. We also need to think about the Grand Marshall for this year. We will also open the museum again this year.

Petitions, Remonstrances & Communications:

Business License Application – Shay Young. He just received his contractor’s license. Motion to approve the business license by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously. Shay discusses with council the type of license he has as far as contracting work. 

Discussion on annexation for Panamint Capital. Christian gives an update on discussions he has had with the owners of the power plant. 10-2-401.5 annexation policy plan. This was approved in 2021. The city needs to adopt an annexation policy plan before we can move forward. Christian explains the process and what we need to do. We have to have a public hearing thru the planning commission and then it comes back to the city who will have to have a public hearing and there are specific dates and times that we need to follow. We are looking at 60-90 days before we have something in place. Co. Stewart asks if this is something that can go into our land use code? Christian states that we can do that. Motion by Co. Stewart to have Christian proceed with this getting the process going with the annexation policy, seconded by Co. Logston. Motion passed unanimously.

Mayor goes over the street lighting project in changing the street lighting to LED lighting. We can pay for this thru Class C Road funds. Motion to approve the project by Co. Stewart, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Purchase for equipment for the mini ex for the streets department and also for the skid steer. This is all being funded thru Class C Road funds. Motion to approve the bids for the equipment by Co. Logston, seconded by Co. Stewart. Motion passed unanimously. 

Property sale update. Co. Stewart goes over this with council. We have to define a significant piece of property that the city has for sale. This is going to take some time to go thru, and we need to go thru details on properties. It is going to be a complicated process to work thru.

Reports from Council Members, Boards & Committees:

Co. Robinett: Excused.

Co. Logston: we found a couple of omissions on the maps for the Valley View Cemetery. We are going to reach out to the elementary to see if they are going to bring classes down to visit the museum. We have had issues with freezing water meters and lines. At the museum, the lines froze, and they are run thru the cinderblock walls.

Co. Ferguson: nothing to report. Mark your calendar for Community Daze on July 12th. 

Co. Stewart: Nothing to report.

Co. Abeyta: the reservoir is at 91 1/2” down. We need moisture. We had issues with meters freezing and would like to thank the maintenance crew for all of their hard work on getting things worked on. 

Mayor: Thanks the maintenance crew for working on the issues that we have had. We did rent a steamer from Price to help with the situation. We had a frozen and cracked air vac. We went to court last week regarding the burned house, and we received 120 days to work on this project with the opportunity to go for more time if we need it. We are wanting to get a larger machine (Mini Ex) the difference would be around $30,000 with the trade of the one that we have.
