Regular council meeting was called to order at 6:30 P.M. Noting those present and stating that proper Notice and Agenda had been posted.

Minutes: Motion to approve by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Petitions, Remonstrances & Communications:

Animal Shelter/Animal control. Sheriff Jeff Wood could not be present tonight. Co. Ferguson states that she did talk to the Sheriff regarding the situation. If the animal is collared and has a tag the shelter will not take them. If it is a drop off, they will not take them if they don’t have room. Co. Ferguson states that she did have to call Sam regarding some vicious dogs that are on Grassy Trail. A vicious animal can be taken to the shelter. These dogs that are on Grassy Trail will end up hurting someone, we need to get them taken care of. Co. Robinett asks if it is better to pick them up and take them back home and cite the owner. Sam states that is what we have been doing. The shelter does not always have room for animals. Co. Abeyta asks what the rules are if we have a holding facility for these dogs that are picked up. Sam states that we did have a spot where we did a temporary holding facility and it did not work out because of the liability to the city. Mayor reads some stats from the animal control/code enforcement and how many citations were issued since July 2024. Mayor asks Chief Leonard if there is a solution to this. Sam states that we can talk to them and cite them. We will work on this. Christian states that we need to get the County Commission, and all of the Cities involved to come up with a solution. 

Clement family volunteered to go up and work on the pickleball court and clean-up. Collette states that right now they have the mats down for wrestling, so they have not been up there. Just wanted to throw that out there that they will help, just waiting for permission from the city to do this. Co. Abeyta states that he went up there with the mayor today and that gym is a mess. The mats have not been taken care of properly, they are being ruined by not being cleaned and being walked on. The mats are very expensive anywhere between $20,000 -$30,000. We need to get a committee together to clean up and do some work up there. Co. Ferguson states that we need to meet with Mary and her committee and work on some issues. Mayor states that we will work on getting things taken care of. We did talk to Luis about the window that was broken, and he will frame it up and we will put up an exterior window to fix that problem. 

Business License application – Collette Clement. This will be a business for selling organic minerals. It will be run out of their home. Motion was made by Co. Robinett to approve the business license, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Discussion on water restrictions. We will table this and discuss this at our next meeting. Motion by Co. Robinett to table discussion on water restrictions till our next meeting, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

Car show/swap meet at the park. Jesse Pantelakis states that he has 14 vendors so far, food trucks and things for the kids. This will be on May 3rd and car show will be from 8-3:30 p.m. and then a burnout contest at the Petersen building after. Mayor wanted to make sure council was aware of all the things that were planned and happening with this. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve the swap meet/car show in May, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Co. Ferguson asks if on the clean up are we going to have the dump trucks for people to utilize. She will wait to advertise in the newsletter for this. Co. Robinett states that maybe at the next meeting we can set up a clean up date for people to start cleaning up. Chief Leonard asks if that will go along with the clean up from the police department side. The police department wants to start now because it is quite a process. The police department will start on their end and then the city will start theirs later. Co. Ferguson asks if we have an ordinance regarding parking camp trailers in the front yard of homes. Co. Robinett comments on this and Mary and Kenzie have given letters and talked to people about this. Co. Ferguson states that we may need to look into this further. There are people who have started parking these things in the front yards of the homes. On the transfer station, we had talked about ECDC taking over the transfer station. Was there a decision made on this, it is a mess. Mayor states that we cannot fund it this year, if we want to put it in the next budget, we can do that. Discussion on having a volunteer to help at the transfer station. We will call the insurance to see how this will work.

Bids on the restoration of house on Whitmore. Thayn construction bid $9,860 and we have a bid from Shay Young for $11,050. Mayor suggests that we table this to compare the bids. Motion by Co. Robinett to table these bids on the property reclamation, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

Fertilizer for city properties. The price has gone up from last year, it is now $1,577 for a truck to do the all the city properties. Motion by Co. Robinett to approve the purchase of the fertilizer, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

EMS Directors conference for Barbara Robinett and Jenn Maestas. Mayor asks if this will be covered by the grant. Co. Robinett states that most of it will be covered. This will be to get more information on grants and leadership. Motion by Co. Ferguson to approve the EMS Directors conference for $1,261.97, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motion passed unanimously.

Property sale ordinance update. Co. Stewart is excused and Christian states that he will get with him to go over some things that we had discussed at the last meeting. Co. Robinett asks what we do with these individuals that have asked about some property last fall. Christian asks if it has been surplused thru planning and zoning? Co. Robinett states that it has. Christian states that we can sell to them at the price that has been in place. Motion by Co. Robinett to table this property sale ordinance update, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.

Reports from Council Members, Boards and Committees:

Co. Robinett: We have not had anyone come with applications for Planning and Zoning. Our meeting will be rescheduled to the third Thursday of this month. On the ambulance met with staff from the clinic and they will help with some things regarding mental health, and this will be for all public safety and their families. We received $895 for per capita grant. Next meeting would like to request 30-45 minutes regarding the ambulance service and would like to present some awards. Talked to the principal at the school and they want to come up to the public safety building and tour it and talk to the EMS and Fire Department. 

Co. Logston: excused.

Co. Ferguson: States that Co. Abeyta had proposed that there be no camping at the park for Community Daze. Wants to know where we stand now. Co. Abeyta states that the council as a whole needs to decide on this. Co. Abeyta states that the problem is not the camping it is the people driving in and out of the park. Co. Logston suggested at the last meeting that we let them camp in the park but park their vehicles outside of the park. Co. Abeyta suggests that Co. Ferguson meet with Carolyn and Junior and tell them what council wants. Mayor suggests that we put the porta potties up for bid for Community Daze. 

Co. Stewart: excused

Co. Abeyta: The reservoir is sitting at 89” and we had about 5” of snow at the treatment plant. We are going out for bid on the asbestos. Cody and grant went to St. George for the Rural Water conference and Grant tested for his water certification. 

Mayor: Timberline is at 11” and Corrals are sitting at 4”. We looked at a new vac truck and they are asking $600,000 for it. Mayor has information on a meeting with the Attorney General. This will include everyone involved with this project. Mayor gives Christian some dates that everyone is available, and we will work around his schedule. The police station is done, and they have installed the phones. Our IT has suggested that we change our firewall. They had said that they will be out at the end of the month. They are putting new valves in the vault on Friday. The vandalism at the ABC center and the church is awful. Amberia Sanderson states that they have tried to get on one of their meetings to discuss the purchase of the old ABC Center building. Mayor will set up a meeting with the Recreation to discuss some issues. The issues with the police radios is a statewide problem, they had a news story on it this week. There is a lawsuit between Ken Garff and Young Automotive regarding an issue that we had with a police vehicle. Mayor states that we received the report on the asbestos and there are 9 locations in the house with asbestos. We are ready to move ahead with the abatement, we will advertise for this. 

Payables: Motion to approve by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Abeyta. Motin passed unanimously.

Motion to adjourn by Co. Robinett, seconded by Co. Ferguson. Motion passed unanimously.
