Chair Stephen Handy called the meeting to order at 10:00 a.m.

PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami gave an update on the Parents Empowered campaign.  He gave an overview of the Monument Valley High School project organized by the San Juan County Coalition.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Darrington provided an update on the financials for Period 7 of FY2025.  He noted that sales totaled $42,920,000; cost of liquor sold totaled $22,892,000; leaving a net revenue of $20,438,000.  For the month, the department will return $8.0 million to the general fund.  For the month of January, customers donated $128,442 to the Pamela Atkinson Homeless Trust Fund through the round up program.


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason stated the department is currently accepting Type 2 and Type 3 package agency contract applications.  She gave an overview of the opportunity to operate a package agency in a rural community.  She noted the application period closes on March 10, 2025.

Ms. Clason stated that the department is working to revamp the multi-year strategic plan.  The department met most of the goals in the former strategic plan.  The revamped plan should be completed prior to the new fiscal year.

Mr. Meier stated that the most recent RHDP drawing was a success.  He thanked all those that were involved in the process.

Ms. Clason added that the department is recruiting for the Division Director of Consumer Purchasing and Merchandising position.  She gave an overview of the recent changes that led to the new position.
