A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE BUSINESS LICENSING SECTION OF THE LAKETOWN CONSOLIDATED FEE SCHEDULE; AMENDING THE FEE CHARGED FOR BUSINESS LICENSE APPLICATIONS AND ANNUAL BUSINESS LICENSE RENEWALS; PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND AN EFFECTIVE DATE
WHEREAS, §10-3-717 of Utah State Code (as amended) allows the Town Council to exercise all administrative powers by resolution including the establishing of water and sewer rates; establishing charges for garbage collection and fees charged for municipal services; establishing personnel policies and guidelines; and regulating the use and operation of municipal property; and
WHEREAS, the Town charges various fees which are collected by the Town Clerk to offset the expense of providing certain municipal services, including the costs of regulating certain businesses within the Town; and
WHEREAS, the Town Council has determined that an increase to the fee set forth in the Laketown Consolidated Fee Schedule for the processing of business license applications and their subsequent annual renewals is required to cover the associated costs incurred to the Town for the prudent processing of such applications.
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Town Council of Laketown, Utah:
