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RESOLUTION 2025-03
A RESOLUTION CLARIFYING THE PROCEDURAL POLICY FOR ELIGIBLE PERSON(S) WHO PRE-PAID WATER HOOKUP FEES IN OR AROUND THE YEAR 2015 AND WHO HAVE NOT YET MADE CONNECTION TO THE TOWN’S WATER SYSTEM
WHEREAS, In recent years the Town has amended its ordinances to reflect the necessity for water rights/shares to be dedicated to the Town for new water connections; and 
WHEREAS, In recent years the Town has increased the required fees to person(s) desiring new water connections to the Town’s Water System; and
WHEREAS, The Town Council desires to clarify, procedurally, how pre-paid water hookup fees are to be handled by the Town for person(s) who pre-paid water hookup fees to the Town in or around the year 2015 and who have yet to make connection to the Town’s water system. 
NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Town Council of Laketown, Utah, the following three options shall be made available to those person(s) who pre-paid water hookup fees to the Town in or around the year 2015, and who have not yet made connection to the Town’s Water System.  Eligible person(s) may only select one (1) of the following three (3) options: 
OPTION 1: Eligible Person(s) Desiring To Complete Hookup To The Town’s Water System 
1. Eligibility:  This option shall only be made available to those person(s) who pre-paid water hookup fees as described herein, and who have not yet made connection to the Town’s Water System (i.e., Property owners who are subject to “prepay.”)
2. Requirement:  Eligible person(s) shall obtain a building permit no later than August 31, 2025, and shall begin paying the Standard Monthly Service Rate as outlined in the Consolidated Fee Schedule as of the date the building permit is approved by the Town Council.
3. Benefit To Eligible Person(s):  Under this option, no additional water-related costs shall be  charged to the eligible person(s) if construction  of the home is completed within eighteen (18) months from the date the building permit is issued.
4. Note:  If construction of the home is not completed within the normal timeframes allowed by the building permit/building inspector and the building inspector requires a new building permit to be obtain to complete construction of the home, then the eligible person(s) shall be subject to the current fees as outlined in the Consolidated Fee Schedule.
OPTION 2: Eligible Person(s) Desiring Refund Of Pre-Paid Water Hookup Fees
1. Eligibility:  This option shall only be made available to those person(s) who pre-paid water hookup fees as described herein, and who have not yet made connection to the Town’s Water System (i.e., Property owners who are subject to “prepay.”)
2. Requirement:  Eligible person(s) shall submit a written request with any relevant documentation included to the Town for a refund of the pre-paid water hookup fees (i.e., $1,000.00).  Upon verification of eligibility and confirmation of pre-paid funds, the Town shall refund the amount of pre-paid water hookup fees to eligible person(s).
3. Future Connections:  After the Town has refunded any pre-paid water hookup fees, any future water connections or requests for water hookups shall be subject to the rules and fees in place at the time a building permit is requested and obtained.  
OPTION 3: Eligible Person(s) Desiring To Apply Pre-Paid Fees To Future Fees (i.e., Those Eligible Person(s) Not Desiring To Complete Hookup To The Town’s Water System Or Refund Of Pre-Paid Water Hookup Fees)
1. Eligibility:  This option shall only be made available to those person(s) who pre-paid water hookup fees as described herein, and who have not yet made connection to the Town’s Water System (i.e., Property owners who are subject to “prepay.”)
2. Application Of Pre-Paid Water Hookup Fees: Eligible person(s) who did not select Option 1 or Option 2 as outlined above may choose to apply their eligible pre-paid water hookup fees (i.e., $1,000.00) towards future water hookup fees.
a. Example:  If an eligible person pre-paid a $1,000.00 water hookup fee, and the water hookup fee is $6,000.00 at the time an eligible person does seeks a building permit (after August 31, 2025), the eligible person(s) shall pay $5,000.00 after the Town applies a $1,000.00 credit (i.e., the amount of eligible pre-paid water hookup fees).
3. Note: Additional Fees May Apply:  Eligible person(s) choosing this option shall be subject to all other applicable rules and fees in place at the time building permit is sought.
