FSA- Emergence ECAP assistance will pay on corn and grain. 
ISM- working on how many acres to spray and how much spray to get.  Might do a trial run with Bio minerals that would add something to the seed, and see if that works. Cody will contract producers to see how much seed they need.   April 1st the new application opens
The Bag of Woad program – Will start handing out bags, Presto donated bags, Kickoff meeting to hand out bags and then will have drop off dates 2 in Richmond and 2 in Hyrum. 
Biosolid visit with Logan City- passed out lab results from findings. 
Tree Sale- April 4 last day to order- Biomineral want to bring some samples to the tree sale and then possibly add to the sale next year. Pollinator group will bring some extra plants to pass out at the sale.
Pollinator program got funded through the legislature and will be on going.

NRCS REPORT
