INITIATE AND OBLIGATE TITLE III 2013 SECURE RURAL SCHOOL FUNDS - COMMISSIONERS
Commission Secretary Rebecca Dilg stated the commission needs to initiate and obligate the Secure Rural School Funds.  They have designated them as Title III funds in the past.  It is recommended the funds be given to the Box Elder County Special Service District to be dispersed specifically for reimbursing damaged fire fighter equipment and reimbursement of the snowcat. She said the regulations for the use of funds have changed since 2012.  They must be used for forest lands; however Auditor Kotter said they could continue to pay the reimbursement of the snowcat.  The amount of the funds is $18,772.49.   

MOTION:  Commissioner Scott made a motion to initiate and obligate the Title III Rural School Funds for damaged fire fighter equipment and the reimbursement of the Snowcat. The motion was seconded by Commissioner Summers and unanimously carried.
