In total there were 824 calls, some include, 175 911 calls, 395 deputy related, 250 non emergency, 281 calls that needed case numbers. More details include some that were, 19 agency assists, 1 alarm, 46 animal related calls, 5 assaults, 2 child abuse, 5 drug, 3 dead bodies, 1 DUI, 12 domestic violence-families, 5 juvenile, and 9 mental.
