
 MINUTES OF COMBINED COMMISSION WORKING & REGULAR SESSION MEETING HELD OCTOBER 20, 2014 BEGINNING AT 9:00 A.M. IN CONFERENCE ROOM #1, IN DUCHESNE, UTAH

Commission Chairman Ronald Winterton, Commissioner Kent R. Peatross, Deputy County Attorney Tyler Allred, Public Works Director Glen Murphy, and Commission Assistant BobbiJo Casper taking minutes of the meeting.

Public Works/Landfill Update
Director Murphy reported that the Road Department is edging and also working on County Road #52.  He would like to go out to Pleasant Valley to finish up the pivot road (10000 South) to be able to return the machine.  We have also been working in Cedarview working on County Roads #160, 162, & 163.  The new waterline construction tore the roads up bad and there are cuts on the road. They made a deal with Cedarview Montwell Special Service District that we would come in with Nielson Constrtuction to oil all three roads this year.  Staker Parson will have our salt sheds full before winter.  He has an employee leaving for three months due to back surgery and he will be shorthanded. He would like to find a part time truck driver. 
Director Murphy reported that there is a Landfill meeting on October 28, 2014 at 12:00 P.M. to set the tentative budget for 2015.

Consideration Of The 2015 Wildland Fire Budget With Utah Division Of Forestry, Fire, & State Lands
Emergency Management Director Mike Lefler joined the meeting at 9:20 A.M…
Director Lefler stated that the amount for the Wildland Fire Budget has gone down twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) from last year, but it’s basically the same.  This is for fire protection and insurance with the state.  Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the State Wildland Fire Budget for 2015.  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Resolution No. 14-14, A Resolution Authorizing An Annually Renewable Lease Agreement, Authorizing The Issuance And Sale By The Municipal Building Authority Of Duchesne County, Utah Of Its $3,000,000 Lease Revenue Bonds, Series 2014 To Finance The Acquisition And Construction Of A New County Fairgrounds Event Center; And Related Matters
Eric Johnson Attorney at Blaisdell, Church & Johnson joined the meeting at 9:20 A.M…
Commissioner Peatross motioned to adopt Resolution No. 14-14 not to exceed three million dollars ($3,000,000).  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion.  Both commissioners voted aye and the motion passed. 
Consideration Of Resolution No. 14-15, A Resolution Approving The Adoption By The Municipal Building Authority Of Duchesne County, Utah Of A Parameters Resolution Authorizing The Issuance And Sale Of Not More Than $3,000,000 Lease Revenue Bonds And Related Matters


Mr. Johnson stated that this resolution was intended for the MBA not the county.

Discussion Of An Update On IT Department
 Treasurer Colene Nelson, Assessor Greg Garff, Recorder Elect Shelley Brennen, & IS Department Director Kent Ogletree joined the meeting at 9:36 A.M…
Chairman Winterton stated that he asked to have this on the agenda for Director Ogletree to explain how they are going to resolve all of the computer issues that we have been experiencing lately.  Director Ogletree stated that Garrett Lamb is back working for the county.  Strata Networks has turned up our circuit which has quadrupled our internet speed.  We spent forty seven thousand dollars ($47,000) for the new server hardware that is being installed today; this should improve our network.  Streaming media is a huge issue and he sees a huge amount of traffic. We will put in network monitoring software to be able to identify where it’s coming from.

This will be split with the Division of Parks & Recreation leaving the county to pay 25%. County/Community Planning Administrator Mike Hyde joined the meeting at 10:54 A.M…
Administrator Hyde stated that County has an opportunity to participate in this process as a cooperating agency.  He briefed the Commission regarding the issue.
Commissioner Peatross motioned to approve the MOU with the Forest Service.  Chairman Winterton seconded the motion.  All commissioners voted aye and the motion passed.
