*In light of the previous discussion about incorrect addresses,  Mayor McDonald questioned Mrs. Minton about how the Planning and Zoning Committee would feel about taking on the task of working on the project.  Mrs. Minton stated she could not speak for the other members of the committee, however, she will present the request in the next Planning and Zoning meeting and report to the council.

Dixie Power:  
Councilmember Neil Shumway reported he sent a copy of the Dixie Power contract to our attorney and the attorney did not like it at all.  The attorney stated that the way it was written Kanosh would have to put 50% of the funds aside for at least 10 years.  And, if there was any dispute over the right of ways Kanosh would be on the hook for that up to the 50%, and that included even if Dixie Power initiated it. With this information, Councilmember Shumway has asked our attorney to write a countercontract.  

Review Electrical Rates and Reset Surcharge Rates based on review.
Following a review of our electrical rates, Councilmember Shumway recommended making no change in the current surcharge rate this month.

SOP Dam: 
Mr. Stan Koyle spoke on behalf of the CCI in relation to the Standard Operating Procedures or SOP for the dam.  Efforts are underway to iron out the procedures for the Corn Creek Dam. In an effort to get things started,  a document was presented to the Council back in November. The main portion of concern is sections I and J.  Councilmember Josh Whitaker provided Mr. Koyle with an unofficial response, to gain clarification.  CCI in turn has provided the Town with some feedback, but there are still items that need to be straightened out. CCI board members feel that the irrigation company is not responsible for all of the operation and maintenance of the Dam unless it is for irrigation purposes.  Mr. Koyle requested a meeting between the Kanosh Town point man for this project and the CCI point man, in hopes of working through this moving this process forward.

Councilmembers are continually working on the SOP for the Dam.  Councilmember Neil Shumway is the point man from the Town for this project.  Councilmember Shumway will email each Council member and Mr. Koyle a rough draft of his thoughts and suggested changes, noting nothing is final without the consent of the Mayor and councilmembers.
	
Blue Pine Lawn and Pest: 
Deborah Willoughby addressed the council members at the request of a local townsperson, who would like to see the roadsides sprayed for weeds.  Mrs. Wiilloughby provided a brief explanation of what her company could do to help with the weed problem in Kanosh Town.

Mayor McDonald has researched the water rates of surrounding communities, the proposed water increase is comparable to the surrounding areas. 

Rural Water provided a study of water usage, Kanosh does not currently have this in our possession.  Councilmember David Whitaker will reach out to Ben Coray in an effort to gain a copy of this study.

Dog control:
Mayor Scott McDonald presented the following draft ordinance, the purpose of this ordinance is basically to declare by ordinance that Kanosh Town is a "Fence In" community.  This will make animal, livestock, or pet owners responsible for 100% of what happens when their animals get loose, including damage to other people's property, Town property, animals, or persons.  The county is a fence-out county, some, are under the impression that the Town is also a fence-out town.





Council members will review this draft, each is encouraged to render comments for improvement or additions.  Prior to the adoption of an ordinance, a public hearing will be held.  

There is an animal ordinance on the county level we can use.  Kanosh does not currently have a copy of this ordinance.  We will work to obtain a copy of the county ordinance to see if it would serve our needs. 

24th of July celebration
Mayor Scott McDonald ask Councilmember David Whitaker to serve as the Town representative for the 24th of July Town Celebration.  Councilmember David Whitaker accepted the appointment.
The first meeting for the 24th will be held Tuesday, April 8th @7:00 pm.

Departmental Reports:
*Park:  all vandalism in the restrooms will be reported to the sheriff. 
             Maintenance will be put out to bid.
*Cemetery: Maintenance will be put out to bid.

*Electric Department: Councilmember Neil Shumway is working on getting a quote on upgrading to AMR meters.  

*Roads:  Councilmember Dan DeGraffenried will also obtain bids for roadside weed control.

*Water Department:  Councilmember David Whitaker mentioned *that meter reading every other month would save our employees time.    

Utility Delinquency Review:
Council members reviewed the monthly delinquency list. It was determined, again, to handle those accounts in arrears according to the established Town policy.

Public comments
*Bart Whatcott: stated Stan Koyle and he, have had 2 meetings with the county on the vacated road on 250 East.  The county has stated they are not going to do anything about it because if they were to come in and try to fix one little part in Kanosh, it would open the door for the entire county and they just don't have the money to survey everything. The county recorder and the other women they have met with indicate this should have been done when Kanosh vacated the road Kanosh should have done their due diligence and identified the strip of road that goes through there so there would be knowledge of the boundary location.  They would like to put a fence up with the possibility of CCI running a pipeline down there, they have been talking about irrigating the lots that have water rights on them.  With that, Mr. Whatcott and Mr. Koyle are coming back to Kanosh Town to see if they will finish up what was started in 2005.  They would be looking at around $5,000.00. To have the property surveyed on their own dime. They feel it should have been done with Kanosh initially vacated the road on Kanosh Town's dime.  Mr. Whatcott and Mr. Koyle have a list of surveyors they could present to the Town.  It should be noted that they did not request the road to be vacated and it has been so long and never completed, it puts the burden of proof on them to prove where the boundary is.  They do not feel that this is right.  Very few of the blocks in town are square. However, Mr. Koyle and Mr. Whatcott (as well as the other property owners on that street) are being taxed on this property which has never been proven.  

Mr. Whatcott is going to contact Adam Britt, there was a recent flyover as of November 24, so everything i.e. buildings, fences, etc, should all be established on the map Mr. Whatcott will get from Mr. Britt for Kanosh Town.


*Jim Kooy:  Centra Com has been doing a lot of work in town, I have seen approval monthly for bills for road base to fix what they haven't, and there is still some pretty good-sized divets.  I just don't believe we should be paying for that.  I have pictures if you want them.

I am hoping that you will Follow through with the spraying of the parks, cemetery, and roads.  We may also need to spray some of the trees for bugs or whatever.  Again, I have pictures if you want to look at them.
  
Cemetery/park:  why did we do away with Stephen mowing the park lawn?  Maybe the person who gets the cemetery/park contract could work with Stephen.  Stephen loves to do it and he does a great job.  I am just saying while he is mowing the other person could be week whacking or trimming trees, cleaning the restrooms, etc. just a thought.

Old business
Corn Creek Irrigation project:  continues, but is still in review.

Well Project:  continues to move forward, and we should be getting closer to going out to bid again.

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Kanosh Town Corporation Is A Fenee In Community 04092025

As Kanosh Town Corporation is a Majority Residential Community, Kanosh Town
Corporation shall establish that Kanosh Town Corporation is, Within Kanosh Town
Boundries, a Fence In Community.

‘The owners of any Owned Animals, Live Stock or Pets are 100% responsible to
contain and control said animals, live stock or pets on their own property or
property that s leased, rented or borrowed by agreement with actual property.

Any Owned Animal, Live Stock or Pet that leaves the above outlined property or
containment is in violation of his ordinanee.

Owners of the above described animals are obligated to recover, retrieve and return
any of these that are wandering beyond the owners property or leased, rented o
borrowed property.

Owners of wandering or stray animals are 100% responsible for repair and or
restitution of any town o private property damaged by said animals. Owners of
‘wandering or stray animals are subject to a fine of $25 dollars for first offense. This
fine to increase by 525 dollars for each offense. Three violations with the same
‘animal will result in forfeiture of said animal to Kanosh Town with no
compensation 1o the animals owner.

Owners of wandering or stray animals are 100% responsible for medical cost
related to any injuries caused by said animals to persons on town or property
outside of the said owners property. Owners of wandering or stray animals that
injure persons shall be subject to a fine of a minimum of $100 for the first offense.
‘This fine shall increase by 100 for each additional incident, This fine shall not
‘exceed S500. Kanosh Town may require animals that cause injury to be removed
from the community or euthanized.

Owners of wandering or stray animals are 100% responsible for any Death of
persous caused by said animal or animals. Owners of these animals in any instance
involving death of a person shall be subject to a fine of up to $5000.

Owners of wandering or stray animals are 100% responsible for vet bills associated
‘with injuries t0 other persons owned animals or replacement of injured animals if
injuries result in death or diminished usefulness of said animals. Owners of
‘wandering or stray animals that cause injury or death of animals owned by others
on town or other private property are subject to a fine of $200. Kanosh Town may
require animals that cause injury or death to others animals to be removed from the
community or euthanized.
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Owned Animals, Live Stoek or Pets that are contained on or atherwise on the
property or their owners or leased, reated or borrowed property arranged by their
‘owner are to be protected from harassment, harm, injury o death by persons or
‘owned animals, live stock or pets of others..
1f caught engaging in such activity persons involved are subject (0 a fine of $100 and
are responsible for restitution of any fences or containment equipment or devices
used in containing said animals. Persons involved in such behavior are responsible
for medical bills associated with any injuries to thesc animals caused by the
harassing of such animals.
