Zack welcomes everyone out to the March 10, 2025 meeting. Asks everyone to go over the minutes from last month. Collections look pretty good, haven't seen a collection check from Rocky Mountain Power yet, did receive the first bill, which after you take off the $625 for the landfill comes to $3,375. Got approval to pay for parts for the Manti truck repair, to Drakes diesel repair for $9,192.29. Jed has one for pump testing for $7,107.00 he will forward that to Stacey. They did send the reports to Jed and he will get those out to everyone. Motion to accept finances made by Jeff Cox, seconded by Scott Bartholomew, all in favor, motion passed. Justin Peterson and JD Evans are here from Enbridge gas to offer training, come each year. Passing around a roll for everyone to sign. Will still have the business cards that say Dominion, email is also still Dominion, still in the switchover phase to the new company. Happy to come out if anyone wants training or has some questions. Todd had a guy with a leak, no way to put a hose clamp on it until the gas company gets there, is there? No there is not. If you get called with one that gets hit, we advise just get the people out of the house or the area and they will get there as soon as they can. Do offer training to law enforcement as well. To set up a training can call either Justin or JD to set that up, they have some powerpoints they will present. Appreciate everyone's time tonight. 

UFRA: Raleigh sent out a message to Jed, he wanted to thank everyone for how well the regional fire school turned out. His instructors said it was one of the best they have ever been part of. Very well attended. 

Fire Warden: Jordon is present. We are getting through the refreshers real good. Gonna be in Wales and Moroni tomorrow night. Been looking over planner for 130/190, thinking the first or the third week in April. Putting off the 212 for a little later in the year. If you have names or numbers for the 130/190 and the 212 please let Jordon know. The fire warden job closes a week from tomorrow, so if anyone wants to put in do it now.

Emergency Reporting: Jed has been looking at Iam responding. You can submit reports off of that. That is likely the way Gunnison is going to go. Keeps track of training hours, and how many hydrants you got, it does most of what emergency reporting was doing. Fairview is going to make the leap to ESO, they never got on with the county though. Been storing training, and hydrant tests on there so they wanted to keep all that. A bit expensive at $3500. Rex asks when we would be quitting it if we do? pay that in June, so June or July is when we would be done. When Zack talked to the guy about it he said about the same price as Jeff got per department. Jeff says North Sanpete Ambulance has been using ESO, and it has been really good for them. Jed says it is July 1st when it switches, but if you had problems with your reports you have to have them fixed by April 1st. 

Truck committee: Elliot has a quick report on engine 2, the damage was pretty deep, only $3000 more to get a new engine, so went with that. That truck should be out in two weeks, he wanted parts paid up front to get started. Will scoot over to Todd's truck for the pump, has two bids on pumps, has one from Siddons-Martins for $35500. For basically the same pump through Fire penny would be $22000 without ship. Going to do a lot of the sweat equity as a department, have most of the parts already. Elliot says he would need $35000 approved, then could go from there. Fire Apparatus will try and get a quote on that too. Elliot asks if it has any communication in it yet, no not yet, does have a light bar and siren. Do have a radio for it though. Motion by Elliot Anderson to give Fountain Green the approval for the $35000 for the heavy brush government truck pump, seconded by Shad Hardy, votes were 10-3, motion passes. Zack brings up the brush trucks with the county. Still need to have a meeting with Scott, Stacey and Tom, is potential for us to get a brush truck every year, maybe stop with the brush trucks for a bit until we can figure this out more with the county. The county rate doubled with the state, so Toms thought that if they help pay half and the district pays half, and we buy a brush truck every year, they are about $125000 equipped to do them the way we have been doing them, then the county would take the full credit for the $125000 for the county assessment for wildland, it's a help to the county. Stacey says it makes a lot of sense to put that money back into the county and the fire departments. Scott brings up, in the past Jordon has taken some out for fire mitigation that has paid the bill but that won't work now. Hopefully by next meeting we will have more answers on that. It sounds like it would keep us very healthy as a county. Zack got some baseline prices, thinking we should spend our county money within our county, don’t care which dealership, everyone is in agreement with that. 

Elliot had a few things with Jeff with Fairviews. has a little bit of a different direction they may want to go now. Jeff was shocked with the price that they were given for the truck, asked Chad to do a bit of research and bid a truck for a truck identical to the ones last time got the same numbers. Problem is when you go with the different engine, you have to go with the different chassis. Found out from Eric from Rosenbauer that that chassis was built around that engine, it would be about 100,000 more because they have put a pause on that chassis, they didn’t say why. So no matter what we do it will be a bit more money than what we just spent. Really just wanted to replace the truck they have been using for the last 20 years, had a fire a little over a week ago, couldn't get a tender, made them realize we have a lot of interface and a lot of cabins. Jeff would like to propose a pumper/tender to the district, it would be a 1500 gallon or 2000 gallon tank,it would be nice to have a quick response truck that could handle a structure fire. It would be a bit more money than they talked about before. Looking at about a four year build. Leaning towards a custom cab because of the wheel base, not opposed to the commercial truck, it saves about $250,000, if we can get the wheel base close to what a custom truck is fine with that. Working with Chad and Eric to get some specs put together that would work for them. At least look at it both ways and see what we think of it. As long as we can get it to meet our needs, fine with a commercial chassis. Trying to think of it as a county wide thing, we can use this throughout the county. Chad just mentioned to Jed by going with commercial, going to save money and time. Can get a different turning radius with different commercial trucks. Jed wondering if he would be willing to do a mini pumper? thinks sacrificing a lot on the rescue side, Gunnison has a mini pumper and has all their rescue things on there, it's a 1500 gallon a minute pump. Mark pitched the idea that he get some guys in training to just do the tender so they have someone ready to drive, also working on getting guys CDLs. Didn’t realize there was an issue with Indianola until that day with the fire, they are shut down, and don't have any firefighters. Jordon will check on that to see more on it. Luckily the guy had closed the door to the bedroom and it had really contained the fire within that room. Kallen has a used truck that looks pretty good, only wanting $400,000 for it, will definitely have to look at it to see what kind of shape it's in. It has a new pump, and tank, and put a new body on it. Motion to get bids for both commercial and custom from both manufactures made by Nick Lyon, seconded by Rex Christensen, all in favor, motion passed. See where this goes and then we can go from there. This one is really the most unique one we have right now. When the other five get here that will roll out some nice trucks out to other stations so we will be pretty good. Need to talk more about where the different trucks are gonna roll out. Piute is definitely getting one, and they know it's coming. December is the expected finish for those trucks. 

Exemptions: Mark has some exemptions that were brought to him; Gunnison has 10, Fayette 3, Mayfield 6, Centerfield 2, and 3 private ones, didn’t see any red flags, most are concrete pump house, street lights, rodeo ground lights, pivots, none of those should be any issues. The chief signed off on all of those. Moroni had 17, most were good, there are 5 that he questions, Opera House, public works shop, fire station, middle school park, city hall. Talked to Sam on the way here, he thought there was a state law cities can't give themselves exemptions on things they require others to pay. Jeff thought we decided if there is a structure we are going to charge. Fountain Green had a few as well that he questioned that were similar to Moroni, two city buildings, the city maintenance shop, and the fire station. Talked about exempting the fire stations, but if we want to be uniform it is a structure so we keep it. If everyone is ok with rejecting those few and approving the rest he will go in and submit it. Rex says the Moroni said that they are paying for the fire station and other things, not the district. That's how every city is though, if it wasn’t for this district they would have to pay for all of it, and the most expensive thing in there is the trucks. Jed brings up when the state wrapped up last week's legislature, they put in a new wording for fire districts for the fees. They have put wording in that Sanpete county is basically exempt from the rest of the state with the fee service. As of January 1st if you don’t have something in place like Sanpete County has, it will never be allowed in the state of Utah again. Jed will get that bill for Stacey to show her. What we have in Sanpete county is very unique, we are up there at the top when it comes to equipment for volunteer fire departments. not only equipment but also our training, we are very lucky, we have a very positive thing going. Very little help out with training and equipment like we have here in Utah. Let mayors and city council know what we have going is a very positive thing. Motion to approve all exemption except the structures made by Jeff Cox, seconded by Jed Hansen, Vote was 12-1, motion passes. Misc.: Jed brings up the cancer screening bill did get pushed through, every firefighter will have the option to go get cancer screening done, they have approved 13 different types of cancer. if you have any of those cancers, will most likely have workers comp pay for that. Phoenix city is the only other place to approve 13 cancers, we are the only state to do it.
