Approval of Minutes from March 20, 2025
[bookmark: _Hlk184201332]Councilmember Wilson moved to approve the minutes from March 20, 2025 as presented. Councilmember Beal seconded the motion. Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Beal and Wilson voted aye. The motion carried.

Comments: Public
Councilmember Beal read letter submitted by her husband Jeremy Beal pertaining to concerns that were submitted regarding work being done on the addition construction at their house located at 4138 W 2600 N. (see attached letter)

Angela Nixon stated she had concerns with new construction regarding the Winegar project. She opposes it and so does her sister and son. They have lots of concerns such as widening the road and putting in sidewalks to make it safe for kids. Also, safety concerns with new houses being built and sheriff patrols. Asked how they can stop this project. Mayor Beesley stated land owners have the right to sell their property and develop it per future land use map. The Planning Commission will look at all these types of concerns when it comes before them for review as well as lot size and density. 

Todd Moyes stated he owns land below his house that is considered wetlands and has been designated as flood zone. They tried to do this in 2017 and were denied and wondering why they are being approved now. Mayor Beesley stated it would all go through development standard review and if there are wetland or flood plains, they would look at the ordinance and see what the development would allow. This motion tonight is just for the rezone from agricultural to residential, RE-18.5. They still must go through the Corps of Engineers for approval but land owners have rights to rezone their property.
      
Kami Whitaker stated she is opposing the new construction as well. Plain City used to be a great small town and we keep building and building. The sewer is already overloaded and smells bad. Mayor Beesley stated the sewer is nowhere near overloaded. The sewer can handle a population of up to 15,000 and our discharge rate is nowhere near capacity. Kami Whitaker stated she didn’t know about the public hearing or meetings and didn’t think a lot of other people knew also. Mayor Beesley stated that property owners within 500 feet of the rezone were notified by mail of the public hearing. The meetings are posted on the City Facebook page and City website with meeting days and times. Councilmember Beal stated citizens can also sign up on the City website to be notified by email of any meeting, public hearings that are posted for City Council and Planning Commission. 
       
Bill Moyes stated he has lived in Plain City pretty much his whole life and that’s always been designated wetlands and there are lots of ducks and geese out there now and doesn’t believe any environmental studies have been done yet. Also concerned about the dump and sewer and the smell and when they do burn offs. Letter from Michele Moyes was submitted by Bill Moyes but not read. 

Mayor Beesley stated that when the development finally comes to the Planning Commission, they will go through all these concerns and address them. 

Report from Planning Commission
Jarod Maw stated the Planning Commission discussed an approval for a site plan development on an existing commercial building and turning it into a salon for a tenant. They had the public hearing on the rezone that people are discussing tonight, they had a lot of similar comments at their meeting and tried to clarify some of those concerns. Went through ordinance changes regarding development agreement and building regulations and the City Council should see those coming in the next few weeks. Hansen Planning Group was there and explained why they needed those changes. For the most part, the Planning Commission was in favor of the changes but did recommend some revisions. Councilmember Wilson asked if the City has a step-by-step guide on the approval process. Commissioner Maw stated yes, it is in the city ordinance and there is also a diagram of the process. The city has to align with what the State legislature is requiring. So, in this case of this development a rezone is what needs to happen, but doesn’t mean the development is approved. It is a long process and a lot of things the City has to be satisfied with. Councilmember Wilson asked if this proposed rezone on the agenda tonight follows the general plan. Commissioner Maw stated yes, the Planning Commission did not see anything that went against the ordinance or justification to deny it and so they recommended it to go to City Council for approval.    

Discussion/Motion:  Rezone Winegar Property/Ophir Mountain LLC from A-2 to RE-18.5 Zone at approx. 2500 N 5100 W 80+acres
Councilmember Beal asked that once it is rezoned from agricultural that it can no longer be used as that? Mayor Beesley stated it can still be used as agricultural since it has not been subdivided yet as long as it meets the general plan. There is a long approval process and reviews they go through.  Councilmember Beal moved to approve Ordinance 2025-06 for the rezone of the 80+ acre Winegar Property/Ophir Mountain LLC from an A-2zone to RE-18.5 zone at approximately 2500 N 5100 W.  Councilmember Favero seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Beal and Wilson voted aye.  The motion carried.

Discussion/Motion:  Approval of Auditor Proposals
Mayor Beasley said Ryan Child stated in his letter that he has worked with both auditors who submitted proposals and finds them both respectable and good auditors. Councilmember Wilson moved to accept the proposal of Ulrich & Associates for five years as presented.  Councilmember Favero seconded the motion.  Councilmembers Favero, Panunzio, Beal and Wilson voted aye.  The motion carried.

Report from City Council
Councilmember Favero stated he attended the WFRC meeting with the Ogden and Layton area and they voted on several projects for Davis and Weber County. There were several road projects to better the two counties as well as some safe sidewalk projects and some other things with trails and streets, landscape to help the flow of traffic with vehicles and pedestrians. Also, WACOG funding, letters of intent are due the 1st Monday in May. It is funding through Weber County to help with road projects, sidewalks, active transportation projects and several things everybody has to pay into it, so we might as well take advantage of it where we can to improve our roads. 

Councilmember Beal stated the Western Weber CTC has a lot of programs that will be going on. A 5-week Parenting Workshop starting April 20th, National Take Back Day at Kent’s on April 26th, Hope Night at Fremont High School on April 28th. Also, local businesses like Totally Blind are going to be doing an Easter Egg Hunt, follow them on IG and FB and they post clues and hiding Easter Eggs throughout the community and they have some great prizes. 

Mayor Beesley stated he received a letter from Central Weber Sewer regarding Plain City residents that are connected that they have a couple projects they’ve got going on and will possibly be raising their fees. Mayor Beesley stated Dan with Public Works has taken the plows off the trucks to get ready for some summer activities. Wanted to thank Public Works for how great the parks are looking and the grass is green and looking great. Also wanted to thank City staff for keeping the wheels on the bus spinning and taking care of things and helping wherever they can while Diane has been out of the office recovering and working from home.
