	Satellite station follow up
	     -Lot recording and payment status: The lot has been purchased.  The county said it will take a couple of weeks to record the deed and assign an address.  Randall has been in contact with BRAG about funding grants.  Applications will be available in October.
	ISO survey discussion: Mike talked to the agent on March 14 and had most of the information ready.  The agent will work with the water companies to get the needed testing done.  The mayor wants Mike to get the new UFRA Fire I Inspection certificate which will take 40-80 hours and will cost $200-400.  He has 90 days to get it done.  Randall wants him to have one or two people trained as well for backup to help him.

New Business:
	Property Tax Increase: No discussion needed
	TRT requirement changes and property tax increase to finance/treasury: The TRT rules have changed, and it will make it easier for the fire district to receive funds.  Barb would like to request reimbursement of the full amount of the property purchase from the TRT grant.  The board agreed.  That would allow those funds to improve the lot.

	Checking balance vs Saving balance: The checking balance has one year’s income/expenses.  The rest is in savings and PTIF which are set up as committed to capital projects.  The board could set up another savings account for general fund savings, but then the funds would need to be moved back and forth in order to pay expenses as they come up.

	District Status: Brush 44 is waiting for a part for the throttle.  Travis Hobbs is the only one who has expressed interest in the old Blue Brush truck and has offered $2500. Mike will remove any parts that can be used.   Motion by Barb to sell the vehicle for $2500, 2nd by Jayne, vote was unanimous.
