1. Call to Order.

Mayor Rick Rosenberg called the meeting to order at 6:02 p.m. and welcomed those present.

Council Member Pond moved to APPROVE the Consent Agenda, as presented.  Council Member Waite seconded the motion.  Vote on motion:  Council Member Waite-Yes, Council Member Pond-Yes, Council Member Hinton-Yes, Council Member Burton-Yes, Council Member Shakespeare-Yes.  The motion passed unanimously.  

C. General Business.

i. Appoint Dave Clark to the Planning Commission.

Community and Economic Development Manager, Jim McNulty reported that David Clark brings over 40 years of leadership in banking and public service.  He is a retired Senior Vice President of International Trade and Finance for Zions Bank.  He also had a distinguished political career, serving a dozen years as a member of the Utah House of Representatives and as Speaker of the House in 2009 and 2010.  He has experience in finance, governance, and policy.  Mr. Clark and his wife, Nan, have resided in Santa for 37 years.  They are the proud parents of four children, 14 grandchildren, and four great-grandchildren. 

Mr. Clark stated that Santa Clara has been very good to him and his family since they moved here in the 1980s, and he is glad to be able to share his life experiences and give back to the community.  

Council Member Hinton moved to APPOINT Dave Clark to the Planning Commission.   Council Member Burton seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

ii. Appoint Ron Hill as Administrative Law Judge.

City Manager, Brock Jacobsen reported that the City has received its first request for a hearing through the new Administrative Citation Enforcement (“ACE”) program, so they needed to appoint a judge to that position.  Ron Hill performs this service for Ivins City and has agreed to work with Santa Clara as well.  Mr. Jacobsen noted that City Attorney, Matt Ence is on leave and has not yet reviewed Mr. Hill’s engagement letter.

Council Member Shakespeare moved to APPOINT Ron Hill as Administrative Law Judge and APPROVE the Engagement Letter pending legal review.   Council Member Hinton seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.  

iii. Introduction of the Santa Clara Youth City Council.  Presented by Janene Burton, Council Member.

Council Member Burton moved to TABLE introduction of the Santa Clara Youth City Council to the April 23, 2025, City Council Meeting.   Council Member Waite seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

A. Mayor/Council Reports.

Council Member Shakespeare reported on the following:

· He attended the State of the County address the previous day.  It was well-attended.  
· He attended the Public Service Workgroup with Council Member Waite.  He congratulated Chief Studley and Chief Cazier for being on budget for the fiscal year and doing a great job.  It was good to meet with both cities, and those discussions are always helpful. 

Council Member Burton reported on the following:

· The New Royalty Director is working to get ready for the fair.  

Council Member Hinton reported on the following:

· She attended the State of the County address.  They heard a lot about events for America’s upcoming 250-year celebration.  They also discussed the Northern Corridor, water, and tourism.
· She attended the Tonaquint Cemetery expansion opening and saw where they will be installing their columbariums.  They will have a section for infant burials, as well as a section for commingled ashes.
· She attended the General Plan Steering Committee meeting.  The survey closed on April 9, 2025, and they were very pleased with the number of responses.  
· She attended the Chamber of Commerce Public Policy Lunch earlier that day.  Staff members from all three congressional offices spoke.  There has been significant discussion regarding nuclear power plants.  Jeff Raisor from Senator Curtis’ office stated that he has met with all mayors except two, and they are intent on helping cities.

Council Member Pond reported on the following:

· The Washington County Solid Waste Board will meet on Monday, April 14, 2025.  

Council Member Waite reported on the following:

· He attended the Public Safety Workgroup meeting and was very impressed with Chief Studley and Chief Cazier’s presentations.  Ivins was very happy with the budgets. 
· He attended the State of the County address.
· He also attended Bills, Rights, and Bites with the Chamber of Commerce, which is open to the public.  It is a free lunch sponsored by Intermountain Health.  It was good to hear from the different congressional offices.  He has been impressed by their responsiveness.
