PARENTS EMPOWERED UPDATE:

Mr. Murakami provided an update on the Parents Empowered (PE) campaign.  He gave an overview of the community partnership projects in Green River and Parowan.

He also announced that R & R Partners, the PE advertising firm, received two silver ADDY awards for PE commercials.


FINANCIAL UPDATE: 

Mr. Darrington provided an update on the financials for Period 8 of FY2025.  He noted that sales totaled $21,205,798.  Expenses were $6,037,000, an increase of 23.9% due to one-time charges that hit this period.  Overall year-to-date expenses are in conjunction with last year’s trends.  In February, customers generated $550,137 for the Pamela Atkinson fund.  For the month, the department will return $10.0 million to the general fund.


OPERATIONS UPDATE: 

Ms. Clason stated that for the first time ever the department, along with a third party company, conducted a full inventory count of the warehouse (including the automated warehouse) and stores.  The inventory was a heavy lift for staff as it took a week and involved many overnight shifts.  She thanked all those involved.

Mr. Meier announced that the new Foothill store will open on March 31, 2025.
