1. OPENING REMARKS were offered by Councilmember Arrington.

2. PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE was led by Councilmember Burrows

3. ROLL CALL was answered by Mayor Dave Ogden, Councilmembers Kevin Arrington, Richard Barnett, Bryan Burrows, Kathy Christensen, City Manager Matthew Creamer, City Finance Director Mike Langston and City Recorder Michele Jolley.  Mayor Ogden excused Councilmember Connie Nielson. 7:13:31 PM 
Others present:  David Cabanilla, Keith Mogan, Gary Barney, Carson Demille and Dave Anderson.  
4. APPOINTMENTS.  Mayor Ogden suggested that Jerry Hawley be appointed to serve on the Library Board.  Councilmember Christensen moved to appoint Jerry Hawley to the Library Board.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.
5. MINUTES APPROVED.  7:15:09 PM  The Council reviewed the minutes of the meeting held July 8, 2014 and made the following corrections.  On page 10 at line 34, Councilmember Burrows thought Councilmember Nielson voted “nay” on the motion.  Mr. Creamer also thought that was correct.  Mayor Ogden noted that this change would not affect the outcome of the motion.  The minutes were changed to reflect a “nay” vote for Councilmember Nielson on this motion.  7:16:15 PM
Councilmember Barnett moved to approve the minutes of the meeting held July 8, 2014 as corrected.  Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.  
6. EXPENDITURES.  The Council reviewed the Warrants and Cash Disbursements for June and July 2014.  Councilmember Burrows had a question about the four payments on the July Cash Disbursement Journal to Paul Hinrichs for burial rights.  Mr. Langston explained that these are payments to Mr. Hinrichs because he sold his cemetery spaces back to the City.  Councilmember Burrows also asked about building and land lease payments and what they were for.  Mr. Langston explained that the building lease is for the new fire station and the land lease is for the airport.  Councilmember Arrington moved to approve the Warrants and Cash Disbursements for June and July 2014.  Councilmember Christensen moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.  7:16:30 PM
7. CONSTRUCTION OF ADDITIONAL STORAGE UNITS AT RICHFIELD STORAGE APPROVED.  Dave Cavanilla explained that he purchased the storage units a while ago and they are 98% full.  They would like to add some 10X10 units and some 10X30 units.  They will be building the units in phases and they will look like the existing units.  7:19:15 PM  Mr. Creamer reported that the Planning Commission recommends that the City Council approve the conditional use permit to build additional storage units.  
Councilmember Burrows moved to approve a conditional use permit for Richfield Storage to build additional storage units at 1605 Airport Road.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.   
8. PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED ANNEXATION.  7:24:52 PM  At 7:24 p.m., Mayor Ogden opened a public hearing to receive comments on a proposed annexation of property owned by the Derrall & Coye Poulson Trust and located between 600 West and 900 West along 1100 South.  Councilmember Christensen asked if they are meeting all of the requirements, including water.  These items will be addressed before final approval is given.  Hearing no comments, Mayor Ogden closed the hearing at 7:27 p.m.  7:27:13 PM  
9. NEEDED SEWER PUMPING STATION IMPROVEMENTS DISCUSSED.  7:27:18 PM  Mr. Creamer asked Gary Barney to update the Council on our current situation and explain why we need to be looking at this.  Mr. Barney stated that the current pumping station is obsolete and the pumps are impossible to get any more.  It is not an emergency now, but it is impossible to get replacement parts for the existing pumps.  Councilmember Christensen asked how much money this would take.  Mr. Barney said it would cost about $250,000.  
Carson Demille put together some cost estimates on two different options.  Mr. Creamer stated that one of the options was a pre-packaged deal.  Mr. Mogan explained that the package includes 2 2,000-gallon pumps.  Mr. Creamer explained that Mr. Demille looked at a prepackaged system or a system where we would put the different pieces together.  The prepackaged system cost significantly less.   

Mr. Barney and Mr. Mogan were asked to talk to the salesman for this particular product and then check with other cities that may have a very similar package in to be sure that we are covering all our bases.  7:31:47 PM  
Mr. Barney stated that Mr. Demille was able to locate one of these packages in Salt Lake and they are trying to set up a site visit to talk with the operators.  Mr. Mogan stated that they are looking at the simplest and most effective way to replace the current pump station.  
Councilmember Barnett asked if we are in eminent danger of the current pumps failing or is this something that we need to start planning for.  Mr. Barney indicated that it is really hard to tell.  Mr. Mogan stated that one of the pumps they put in ran for about 3 years and went out.  One of the pumps we have now has been in operation for about 6 years, so you just never know.  

Councilmember Burrows wondered if we do this if everything in the sewer system would be new.  Councilmember Christensen asked if the pumps would be warranteed for so many years.  7:35:05 PM Mr. Demille explained that the package actually contains spare parts.  The pumps that the City has had in the past were submersible pumps that were down inside the sewage.  These new pumps are mounted above ground. 7:35:55 PM 
Councilmember Burrows stated that he knows the electrical out there is a nightmare.  7:36:19 PM
Mr. Langston stated that we would just cash flow this because we have about $900,000 in the sewer fund, so we would not have to raise rates to do this.  7:37:14 PM Councilmember Burrows asked what the time-frame for the project would be.  Mr. Demille assumed that the Council would want to do a bid package for local contractors.  It could possibly be the end of the year or the first of next year.   7:38:32 PM
Councilmember Burrows asked if the wet well is pre-cast or poured there.  Mr. Demille stated that it is pre-casted.  It is pretty much like a 10-foot diameter manhole and the pumps sit on top of that.  The only thing in the ground is 2 PVC pipes and an electronic transfusor that tells the pumps to turn on and off.  7:39:41 PM  The Council instructed City staff to proceed with putting together a bid package.  Councilmember Arrington felt that this would be the next step.  Councilmember Burrows does not think that this is a frills thing.  Councilmember Barnett thought that it would be wise to proceed to the next step.  Councilmember Christensen felt the same.  
10. ORDINANCE 2014-3 FOR THE DISPLAY OF GOODS ADOPTED.  7:41:08 PM Mayor Ogden explained that the Planning Commission made a recommendation to the Council that this ordinance be adopted.  The Council has had a public hearing on this proposed ordinance and had discussed it at length.
Councilmember Christensen moved to adopt ordinance 2014-3 establishing regulations for the displaying of goods.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye. 
11. ORDINANCE 2014-4 FOR ACCESSORY DWELLING UNITS ADOPTED.  7:41:57 PM  Mayor Ogden stated that the Planning Commission and the Council have also held public hearings regarding this ordinance and have discussed it at length.  He asked if anyone had any questions or concerns.  
Councilmember Burrows wanted to clarify that an employee was only allowed to live in an accessory dwelling unit in commercial areas.  
Councilmember Christensen moved to adopt Ordinance 2014-4 defining accessory dwelling units.   Councilmember Barnett moved to second. The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye. 
12. AGREEMENT WITH A & D JENSEN WAIVING IMPROVEMENTS ON 1500 SOUTH APPROVED.   7:43:56 PM  Mr. Creamer reminded the Council that this matter deals with the proposed paving improvements along 1500 South by the County.  A & D Jensen was concerned that this may trigger the curb and gutter improvements that we had waived for them when they built their new facility.  The City 
Attorney, at the council’s request, prepared an acknowledgement stating that the improvements are waived until such time as the property is utilized for a different purpose other than the industrial type purpose for which it is currently used.  7:45:10 PM
Councilmember Burrows moved to approve the agreement with A & D Jensen Contractors waiving improvements on 1500 South until such time as the property is utilized for a different purpose other than the industrial type purpose it is used for now.  Councilmember Arrington moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.  7:45:31 PM
Mr. Creamer reported that he and Mayor Ogden talked with Dennis Larson of the County Special Service District and it does appear that they are going to move forward with the paving project on 1500 South from the State Highway to Airport Road.  They probably will not bid it out until October and trying to get good bids for construction in early spring.  Councilmember Barnett asked if Commissioner Mason was able to do anything for the City as far as the sewer line.  Mr. Creamer stated that they are still working through that issue, but it is looking possible.  
13. OTHER BUSINESS.  7:46:28 PM  Councilmember Christensen talked about the photo scavenger hunt that the Sesquicentennial Committee has put together.  The Reaper is sponsoring this contest with the City.  We have prizes, 5 from the Reaper and 5 from the City to give to people who figure out all of the pictures.  The contest will run for a little over 2 weeks.  The Reaper also got some businesses to participate and sponsor some prizes.  7:48:46 PM
Councilmember Arrington reported that the Tour of Utah was held last week and last year one of the starts was held here.  This year they did the same first couple of stages and ended in Torrey on Tuesday evening, but instead of traveling all the way to Lehi that night, they stayed here.  In talking with the staff, they told Councilmember Arrington that the food here got higher marks than any other stop along the tour in the years that they have done it.  7:50:01 PM 
An update on the Rocky Mountain ATV Jamboree was given by Councilmember Arrington.  He indicated that registration is still 50 to 60 riders ahead of last year.  It kicks off on September 15.  7:51:09 PM
Mr. Creamer was contacted about parking along 100 North because the School District is concerned about where kids are going to park with all of the construction going on.  They are asking if we would allow them to have angle parking on the south side of the street from 400 West to Cedar Ridge High School for this year.  Mr. Creamer visited with Alan Demille from the police department and he indicated that this a wide street and could probably accommodate angle parking but he thought we should make it conditional in the event we have excessive accidents caused by the change in parking.  Councilmember Barnett is concerned that there are so many parking lots at the high school that sit half to two-thirds empty all school year long.  He cannot imagine that they would need more parking.  The other concern he has is that once we start this, how do we stop it?  Once the street is striped and people get used to parking that way, it will stay that way.  He is not sure we want to open that can of worms.    Councilmember Burrows suggested putting a couple of temporary rumble strips across the street which would slow the traffic down.  Councilmember Arrington likes the idea of having the street restriped after this year.  Councilmember Christensen indicated that it would fine with her and if we have problems afterwards we could have the police patrol it.  7:55:53 PM  
Mr. Creamer discussed Center Street by the high school.  It seems that it would be in the City’s best interest to vacate that street west of 400 West.  If the Council is okay with this, he will continue to move forward with this process.  Councilmember Christensen wondered if we could make a deal with them that the City would vacate the street if the School District will participate in the costs to fix 400 West when it has to be redone because of the construction.  If Mr. Creamer has more information in 2 weeks, he will put it on the next agenda for further discussion.  8:00:49 PM
Mr. Creamer reported that our moderate income housing element of our general plan needs to be updated periodically.  We have 2 developers who are applying for Utah Housing credits to build some multifamily housing.  One of the developers has given the City a draft of a moderate income housing element for the City to consider adopting.  Since ours does need to be updated, this would save the City time and there is no obligation on our part.  It would actually benefit both developers.  Mr. Creamer gave the Council a copy of the draft and indicated that we would address this at our next Council meeting.  8:02:13 PM
Utah League of Cities and Towns conference is coming up on September 10, 11 and 12. 8:02:39 PM
Councilmember Barnett discussed the fight we have some times with putting curb, gutter and sidewalk in the middle of a block that is otherwise undeveloped for 17 blocks in either direction.  His father had the same thing happen to him in Salt Lake County when he was going to subdivide his property.  Salt Lake County decided to not make him put in the curb, gutter and sidewalk, but they were going to make him pay for it at today’s price so that when the County got ready to do the improvements, the money was already in the account.  This might be something we want to look at sometime instead of giving a waiver and try to keep track of where all these waivers are.  That way we would know that when it is done, the money would be there.     
Last week, Councilmember Barnett was in Delta and the canopy the City had for the Fourth of July over their park in front of their stage was gone.  The posts were still there, so apparently they can put it up and take it down when they want to.  That would be something really nice to have at our City Park.  Mr. Creamer will check with Delta City on this.  8:06:07 PM  
Mayor Ogden explained that the roof on the City Office building needs to be redone, except for the roof on the addition.  We received bids from Outsiders and from Tim Hunt.  The low bid was from Tim Hunt for $9,430.  We did not budget for this, but Mr. Langston stated that the roof is 27 years old and there are a couple places they could actually see down into the attic.  Councilmember Christensen asked where the money would come from.  Mr. Langston indicated that it could be taken from building and grounds because it is really not an optional thing.  8:07:37 PM
14. EXECUTIVE SESSION.  At 8:08 p.m., Councilmember Christensen 8:08:28 PM moved to adjourn regular session of the Richfield City Council and convene an executive session to discuss the character, professional competence, or physical or mental health of individuals to serve on the Library Board.  Councilmember Burrows moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.  
15. RECONVENE & ADJOURN.  8:26:05 PM  At 8:26 p.m., Councilmember Christensen moved to reconvene and adjourn.  Councilmember Barnett moved to second.  The motion carried on the following vote:  Councilmember Arrington, aye; Councilmember Barnett, aye; Councilmember Burrows, aye; and Councilmember Christensen, aye.
