2. Approval of Minutes from Last Meeting

4. Citizen Satisfaction Survey Updates
CMI Crane updated the commission on the progress of the survey. The survey is moving forward with the help from a group of Grad Students. The survey will be a canvass survey done both paper and digitally.
5. Night Sky Edits
CMI Crane reported that the City Council would like for the commission to put together a list of pro’s and con’s on having a Night Sky code. There is concern about the nature of the code.  Some of the concerns were: Do we even need it? It is too stringent, To complicated (to many pages) Should lighting just be shielded. CMI Crane explained the reason for looking at a Night Sky code was a simple request from the Four Corners School of Outdoor Education. There has been no further request from them.
Public Comment was made by George Rice about his concern as to why we need this and if there was an organization that was pushing for it.  Monte Wells expressed concerns about the cost compared to what the cost is now, and the cost to other communities. Safety, and how it would affect small businesses are also a concern.  Amber Johnson stated we shouldn’t be so concerned about other communities but what we want our community to be in 5-10 years. We can look at reasonable ways to encourage growth but keep our life style. We need a quality of life to attract people so we can maintain this life style. She is pro-development but would like to still be able to see the stars at night. There are a lot of ways to protect but still maintained.  Mayor Tim Young explained that it is a lot of information that isn’t understood. There needs to be better understanding. Amber suggests looking into some community training.  Chris Baird feels like it is being dictated by the School which isn’t in city limits. We need a good balance. Commissioners will put together a list of Pro’s and Con’s and will have a Work Meeting prior to the next scheduled meeting.
