1.  Open Meeting
Chairman Pratt called the meeting to order at 5:02 p.m.

3. Discussion:

· Utah Retirement System Benefit Protection Contracts
Presented by Kami Perkins

Ms. Perkins explained that several of the Council had spoken with her since the last meeting, asking questions and seeking more information.   Ms. Perkins reviewed the key points to a handout she had provided to the Council (attached to these minutes). 
Ms. Perkins explained that in her experience, employees want to come back to work.  It is rare that an employee would rather be out of work on a disability.  Ms. Perkins stated that there are three separate contracts:  short-term disability, work-related disability, and non work-related disability.  Several members of the council expressed the importance of taking care of employees through benefits.  
The Council agreed that the City should contract with the Utah Retirement System for short-term disability and work-related disability, but not to contract for non work-related disability that extends beyond the short-term disability provision.  
Ms. Perkins stressed that this is only for employees enrolled in the Tier 2 plan.  Employees in the Tier 1 plan receive different benefits.  

Mr. Baker will work with Ms. Perkins to prepare a resolution for the November city council meeting regarding these contracts.

· Notice of Petition Seeking Annexation into Grantsville City

Chairman Pratt introduced the Notice of Petition of 3,249 acres into Grantsville City. Councilman Pruden expressed concern that Grantsville had crossed Sheep Lane to include one building, Berkheiser, creating a peninsula.  Grantsville is currently providing services to the Berkheiser building now.  Tooele City is currently providing sewer services to the Miller Motorsports Park.  The annexation does not include the Miller Motorsports property.  Miller does not own the track, it belongs to the Soil Conservation Co.  

Councilman Wardle stated that he didn’t want to provide services to facilities outside of Tooele city limits.  If Grantsville annexes this area, they need to provide services to that area.  Mayor Dunlavy stated that Grantsville is planning on doing that.  Mr. Sant suggested that Miller’s be given some time to disconnect from Tooele and reconnect to Grantsville.  Mayor Dunlavy stated that he has spoken with Mayor Marshall about Grantsville providing services.  Mayor Dunlavy stated that the City has until November 3rd to respond.  Mr. Baker said that the City can respond with a letter, without protesting.  

Mr. Baker pointed out that Tooele City’s agreement with Tooele County to provide sewer services to Deseret Peak had expired about 2 years ago.  

Mr. Sant stated that the Millers seem happy being in the county right now.  They are not looking to go to either city.  Councilman Pruden asked what would happen if Tooele City decided not to provide for their effluent?  He asked what would happen if Grantsville couldn't provide the services, or need more time to provide those services?  Mr. Sant stated that Grantsville has issued an RFP for sewer lines to provide sewer services.  Mr. Sant suggested that Tooele ask Grantsville for a time table as to when they would be able to provide those services.  
The Council would like Mr. Baker to write a letter to Grantsville City regarding sewer services at Deseret Peak.
4.  Close Meeting to Discuss Property Acquisition and Litigation
Councilman Pruden moved to close the meeting to discuss property acquisition and litigation.  Councilman McCall seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilman Pruden, “Aye”, Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Chairman Pratt, “Aye”.  The meeting closed at 5:53 p.m.

Those in attendance during the closed session were:  Glenn Caldwell, Roger Baker, Jim Bolser, Mayor Patrick Dunlavy, Michelle Pitt, Paul Hansen, Randy Sant, Councilman Pruden, Councilman McCall, Councilman Wardle, Councilwoman Winn, and Chairman Pratt.  
No minutes were taken on these items.
A motion to reopen the meeting was made by Councilman McCall.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Councilman Pruden, “Aye.”  The meeting reopened at 6:43 p.m.

The Council will discuss the water ordinance in the December Council meeting.

5.  Adjourn
Councilman Wardle moved to adjourn the meeting.  Councilwoman Winn seconded the motion.  The vote was as follows:  Councilwoman Winn, “Aye”, Chairman Pratt, “Aye”, Councilman McCall, “Aye”, Councilman Wardle, “Aye”, and Councilman Pruden, “Aye.”  The meeting adjourned at 6:44 p.m.
