· Stewart Spring is averaging 64.43 gpm for April 2025, which is higher than last month. Currently it is coming int at 122 gpm. This time last year it was averaging 55 gpm for April 2024. 
· Stewart spring overflow is running 0 gpm for the month of April which is down from last month. Total, Stewart Spring produced an average of 69.11 gpm for April.
