PROJECT DESCRIPTION
[bookmark: _Hlk194950617]The applicant has requested that the lot coverage in the RR-5 zoning district be changed from 10% to 20%. This would allow them to cover 1 acre of property with structures. The storm drain systems that are designed by engineers when subdivisions are designed takes into consideration the amount of hard surface vs open area for percolation purposes. By increasing the amount of lot coverage allowed there may need to be some storm drainage mitigation on a lot by lot basis. In discussion with the City Engineer he would stated that any lot that submits a permit to cover more than the 10% considered at the time of the subdivision design be required to have storm water mitigation measures on the lot. The City Engineer recommends no more than 15% lot coverage maximum with onsite storm water mitigation. The applicant has agreed that the 15% lot coverage would accomplish what they are desiring to do. They would like to build a large indoor arena for their horses.
PLANNING STAFF ANALYSIS AND RECOMMENDATION

Planning Staff recommends that the Erda City Planning Commission review the language submitted and consider the request and the proposed language in making a recommendation to the City Council.
The storm drain systems that are designed by engineers when subdivisions are designed takes into consideration the amount of hard surface vs open area for percolation purposes. By increasing the amount of lot coverage allowed there may need to be some storm drainage mitigation on a lot by lot basis. In discussion with the City Engineer he would stated that any lot that submits a permit to cover more than the 10% considered at the time of the subdivision design be required to have storm water mitigation measures on the lot. The City Engineer recommends no more than 15% lot coverage maximum with onsite storm water mitigation.
 Planning Commission made a favorable unanimous decision with the additional language below.





15 -3-3.  RR-5 development restrictions.
The development restrictions in RR-5 zoning districts are as follows:
(1)	Minimum lot size is 5 acres (217,800 sq. ft.).  A six (6) percent reduction in minimum lot size shall be allowed for dedication of public rights-of-way providing access to and past the affected lot or parcel.
(2)	Minimum width – 220 feet.
(3)	Minimum frontage on a public street or an approved private street – 50 feet.
(4)	Minimum yard setback requirements:
(a)	front yard – 30 feet,
(b)	rear yard:
(i)	main building – 50 feet, and
(ii)	accessory buildings – 10 feet	
(c)	side yard:
(i)	main building – 20 feet; and	
(ii)	accessory buildings:
1.	from the front setback to distance ten feet behind the main dwelling – 20 feet.
2.	from a distance ten feet behind the dwelling to the rear of the lot – 10 feet.
(5)	On corner lots, two front yards and two side yards are required.
(6)	Maximum building height – 35 feet
(7)	Maximum building coverage: 10% (May increase coverage up to 15% with engineered onsite storm water mitigation measures)
(8)	Required improvements:
(a)	street grading;
(b)	street base;
(c)	on-site surface drainage facilities;
(d)	culinary water facilities;
(e)	wastewater disposal; and
(f)	street monuments. 
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
