Those in attendance: Mayor Prince, Councilmembers: Batty, Allan, Pace, and Larsen.
Call to Order
1. Minutes of March 5, 2025 read by clerk. Motion to accept made by Pace, Allan 2nd. Unanimous vote.
2. Dallas Grant award given to Jean Kroh by the mayor. Thanked for her service to the community.
3. Steve Feldman – plans for his outbuilding presented by clerk. Motion to accept made by Pace, 2nd by Larsen. Unanimous vote.
4. Park and Cemetery – Allan – Has the bid from the Schears for mowing and maintenance at the park and cemetery. It will be same as last year.  Motion made by Pace, 2nd by Batty. Unanimous vote. 
5. Mayor reported that the fertilizer contract with Alpine Lawn Co. was much lower than last year’s bid. He accepted their bid.
6. 40 Acre work project. Allan explained the work that has been accomplished and what is yet to be done. One bridge is still needing to be built. 
7. Chip Seal roads – Larsen explained that he will get bids for it to be done this year. Also repairs need to be done where flooding has taken place. Mayor asked about speed signs. Larsen said he thought we had more signs than people. If we get signs they should be the electronic ones that show the speed. Larsen will look into the prices.
8. Legal council for town – Would like to invite Mr. Heath Snow to come to council meeting to see if he would represent us. 
9. Ryker Hepworth – would like to take charge of the posting of the flags for holidays. He will form a committee of youth to do it. Council gave him their approval. 
Reports – Fire Chief – Pancake breakfast May 3rd. Reflective signs and chipping will be available to sign up for. Scott Pace got recognized for outstanding service for the fire district.  Batty – water use report that needs to be posted for the public. Didn’t have too much loss. Also said that town needs to put meters at the park and cemetery. Larsen would like to plan to install the park one when digging is done for the Atkinson build. Batty will look into getting a tester to see if waterline can be located. Nilsson will repair the top of our tank. Allan – nothing to report. Larsen- nothing. Pace – nothing. Mayor -checked into installing electronic meter readers.  Clerk reported that Kipp will become the accountant for the town beginning in April.  There is a problem with trash on the Englestead property. Clerk will write the owner a letter telling him to correct the problem.
