ORDINANCE NO. 2025-__
AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 15.50.080 OF THE HYDE PARK CITY MUNICIPAL CODE TO ADD PENALTIES FOR FAILURE TO OBTAIN A REQUIRED STORM WATER PERMIT.
WHEREAS, the City Council of Hyde Park City, Utah, recognizes the importance of protecting the city’s water resources and ensuring compliance with state and federal storm water regulations; and
WHEREAS, Utah Code § 19-5-108.5 requires the acquisition of a storm water permit prior to any land disturbance activities, and failure to obtain such a permit may lead to harmful impacts on public infrastructure and the environment; and
WHEREAS, the City Council finds that a clear enforcement mechanism is necessary to ensure compliance with these requirements within Hyde Park City boundaries; and
WHEREAS, the City Council desires to amend Section 15.50.080 of the Hyde Park City Municipal Code to add penalties for failure to obtain a required storm water permit:
NOW, THEREFORE, be it ordained by the City Council of Hyde Park City, Utah, as follows:
SECTION 1. Amendment to Municipal Code.
Section 15.50.080 of the Hyde Park City Municipal Code is hereby amended to add a new subsection B, which shall read as follows:
B. Failure to Obtain Storm Water Permit.
Any individual, business, or entity that is required to obtain a storm water permit pursuant to Utah Code § 19-5-108.5 prior to any land disturbance on the subject property and fails to do so shall be guilty of a Class B Misdemeanor, punishable by the maximum fine permitted by law and a term of imprisonment not to exceed six (6) months. In the alternative, this offense may be charged as an infraction and enforced pursuant to Hyde Park City Code § 3.40, with each day of non-compliance constituting a separate and distinct infraction.

SECTION 2. Codification.
This ordinance shall be codified as part of the Hyde Park City Municipal Code, and sections or subsections may be renumbered or relettered as necessary to conform to the existing code format. More specifically the current sections B, C, D, E, F, and G shall be relettered as sections C, D, E, F, G, and H respectively.

SECTION 3. Severability.
If any provision of this ordinance is declared invalid or unenforceable for any reason, the remaining provisions shall continue in full force and effect.

SECTION 4. Effective Date.
This ordinance shall take effect immediately upon publication or posting as required by Utah law.
