· DEPARTMENT REPORTS

A. Planning Commission : Kathleen Black 
1.  Flag Lots : Go Through Ordinance Apparently The Ordinance Was Never Voted On . So Kathleen Wants To Get It Completed. So The Council Needs To Decide On Either No Flag Lots Period Or Flag Lots If They Meet All The Criteria. The Council Talked About It And Decided To Go With Allowing Flaglots If They Fit All The Requirements That Are Listed. 
2.  Blackburn Propane: They Would Like To Put A Propane Tank On A 3 Acre Lot Which Is Currently Part Of Palmers Land. They Would Have To Buy All Of Palmers Land Which Is About 14-16 Acres. It Has The Fire Marshalls Approval They Would Come In From SR 259 On To State St, Its Zoned Commercial And They Don’t Want Any Water Hook Ups. Planning Com Doesn’t See Anything That Would Really Stop Them From Going Ahead With The Purchase And Do This . Just That Jennifer Bastian Found We Need To Establish The Limits Of Districts For Storage Of Flammable Liquid Above Ground.
Councilmember G. Hart Presented An Option Of Having Them Purchase Sam Eggers Property Just East Of The One They’re Looking At . Which Is A Little Farther Away From Homes And Have Them Enter From SR 259, Rather Than Sr 24. But Would Probably Need Approval From Udot. The Planning Commission Is Going To Contact Eggers And Barry From Blackburns.
Councilmember J. Jacobsen Asks What All They Plan On Having There Tanks, And Dispenser’s, Gas Pumps? Kathleen Said It Would Be Just For Storage. To Come In And Fill Up Their Delivery Trucks 
M. Visarraga Ask What That Would Do To Traffic On State Street. J. Bastian Said The Agreement Would Be They Have to Come In Off Of Sr 259 Into Their Own Entrance.
Councilmember G. Hart Also Mentioned That If Blackburns Went With Palmers Property, That He Felt They Need To Buy The Little Piece Of Land Owned By Mike Kirkwood That Is Land Locked In The Middle Of Palmers.
3. Chad Torgenson Is Looking At Annexing Part Of His Property And To Build On It.
4. Youth Council Policy: They Would Like The Council To Vote And Approve The Ordinance. 

B. Maintenance: (Mike Stevens)
    1. Springs Cleaned: Mike Has Been Working On Getting The Rock Salt Area Ready For The Carport Coming And Will Need Some Help Up At Mud Springs. And Still Needs To Work On Carters, North Springs, And Willow.
2. Zenner Meter System: Mike Would Like To Look Into Zenner Meters They Are Only 150.00 Per Meter And Master Meter Is 250.00. They Can Have A Cellar Type Or Have A Reader Right At The Town Hall . The System Would Be $10,00.00 To $15,000.00 To Get But In The Long Run It Would Be A Lot Easier To Use. And A $2,000.00 Per Yr Renewal Mike Is Going To Get Brad To Come In And Show Us More About Their System. And It Is A 5G System Where Ours Now Is Only A 3G. Councilmember G. Hart Asked If We Just Have To Change Out The Top Half Of The Meters. Mike Said He Believes The Bases Are The Same.
3. Road Closure Signage:   Mike Would Like To Get Two Sets Of Sawhorses That You Can Put 2x4 On At What Ever Length You Want To Help Keep Vehicles Out . And Then Some Detour And Road Closed Signs 
4. Also Mike Mentioned That Kelly Chappel From Ensign Said They Hope Their Only 3 Weeks Out From Starting On A Fix For The Landfill Tank Systems And Line. Kelly Is Going To Call Kelly Too.

1. Michele Mentioned That She Received The Receipts From The Fire Dept. For The Printer And Chair. 
2. Kelly Has Travis Coming To Look At The Water Truck This Friday. It Definitely Needs Some Batteries And 3 Tires And A Rim.

1. Bathrooms: Ball Park Bids: Nielson Contracting Sent In A Bid For $750,000.00. Mike Wanner @ A&M Builders Gave A Bid Of $609,000.00. And Andy Rasmussen @ Willowbend Construction Came In At $451,550.00  Also If Its Not A CIB If We Go Through A Private Lender We Can Save Quite A Bit Of Money 
Council Member M. Vissarrga Ask Have We Determined How Much We Can Afford? Council Member A. Ekker Said We’re Waiting On The Auditors To Let Us Know. 
2. Need Some Help For Mike On The Parks And Cemeteries:
