City Council Work Session
Mayor Bourne called the work session for May 7, 2025, to order at 6:00 p.m. at the Garland City Building.  The following Department Heads were present: Public Works Interim Director Travis Atkinson and Park & Rec Director Shannon King 
Waterleaf Exhibit Company Introduction
Mark Mulligan, VP Engineering & Projects, and Steve Morrey, Senior Project Director, presented an overview of the Waterleaf company and the Great Salt Lake Lithium project. They reported that global lithium demand is increasing due to many factors, including electric vehicles, consumer electronics, and industrial & defense applications. They reported that the Great Salt Lake is a significant lithium resource for the U.S. and can generate more jobs and economic growth. In addition, they reported that a pilot program began in June of 2024, and presented how this process works from extracting lithium from the water. They will obtain all necessary permits and are working directly with multiple agencies. They intend to operate the pilot program for an additional 5-6 weeks. After that period, they will demobilize the pilot program and send a finalized report to the state of Utah and anticipate beginning construction for the commercial plant in 2026 and start operations in 2027. A discussion ensued. 
Department Head Reports
Travis reported that he researched snowblades from the previous council and determined to order the MHL Blades. He reported that there is another PO to discuss regarding snow plow brackets. He reported that he is currently working on the sewer press to continue to get the settleometer numbers down to where they should be. Lastly, he reported that on last Friday, there was an unexpected water outage caused by the construction company working on 300 West Factory Street, and unintentionally compressed the main valve line, causing it to break. Once the part arrived, he was able to resolve the issue.

Shannon reported that the two-door cooler in the football shed is fixed. He has installed new light switches in the north restroom building. He reported that he will clean the grill in the cook shack and try to fix the burner on Friday. He presented a draft of city park rules that he would like to implement and would like the council’s feedback for any recommendations or suggestions. He reported that he would like to resolve an issue with a resident who lives near the park entrance on 600 East Factory Street. The resident has confronted a few ballgame participants regarding parking on the city road, claiming it to be the resident's driveway and/or property. Mayor Bourne noted that she would request police patrols near the area. Shannon inquired about the city app status. Mayor Bourne will follow up with Seth as she has not received any update.

Council Member Losee provided an update for the library. He reported that the Summer Reading Kick-off Party will be held on May 30th at the Garland City park from 4:30-8:30 p.m. He reported that the library is applying for a technology grant. And lastly, the library would like more participants to join the adult Spanish class that is held every Wednesday at 5:30 p.m. 
The meeting was adjourned at 6:58 p.m. by consensus of the Council.

City Council Meeting
Mayor Bourne called the May 7, 2025, City Council Meeting to order at 7:01 p.m. at the Garland City Building.  Council Member Munns offered a prayer, and the Pledge of Allegiance was led by Council Member Nelson.
Mayor Bourne noted that she would like to make an adjustment to the agenda before moving forward. She reported that the discussion on the three-year court cost history needs to be tabled due to missing information on the report, and table the discussion on the interlocal with Box Elder County Court.
Council Member Nelson motioned to approve the agenda.  Council Member Munns seconded the motion, with all council members present voting in favor of the motion.  Motion approved.       

Council Member Atkinson motioned to approve the minutes for April 16, 2025.  Council Member Allen seconded the motion. Council Member Losee abstained due to his absence on April 16th, with all remaining council members present voting in favor of the motion.  Motion approved.      
Open Comments 
There were no open comments made by the public. 
New Business

Introduction, Discussion, and Possible Adoption of Resolution, R-25-05
Mayor Bourne reported that there are names that go back 20 years that are still listed on the PTIF account. This resolution is to give authorization to Tiffanie Smith, Treasurer, and Kristal Edwards, Deputy Recorder/Utility Clerk, to make necessary changes to the account. Council Member Losee motioned to pass Resolution Number R-25-05, Resolution Amending the Authorized Users of Garland City’s Public Treasurer’s Investment Fund (PTIF) accounts. 
Council Member Atkinson seconded the motion, with all members present voting in favor of the motion. Mayor Bourne called for a rollcall vote: Council Member Atkinson – yes, Council Member Nelson – yes, Council Member Allen – yes, Council Member Losee – yes, Council Member Munns – yes. Resolution R-25-05 passes.
Discussion and Possible Action on Purchase Orders
PO#8496 Snow Plow Brackets
Mayor Bourne reported a brief overview that Travis received a previous shipment of two left brackets and would like to discuss whether Travis should purchase two right brackets. Council Member Losee would like to return the incorrect item received and get the correct bracket that was originally ordered so we don’t have the cost of those just sitting on the shelf. Travis noted that he has been trying to get these parts for a while and recommends ordering two right brackets so there is a spare set in case of an unexpected breakage during the winter season. A small discussion ensued. Council Member Nelson motioned to approve PO#8496 for snow plow brackets so that there is an extra set available. Council Member Atkinson seconded the motion. There was a further discussion from Council Member Losee, who mentioned that he would like to see an extra snow blade available, and not the brackets. A brief discussion followed. Mayor Bourne noted that a motion had been made and seconded. The motion was approved by a majority vote, with all Council Members voting in favor except Council Member Losee, who voted in opposition.
PO#8513 NEVCO Quotation 

Mayor Bourne reported that the park and rec scoreboard equipment has not been replaced for many years and has been damaged by the elements. Shannon received a quote from Nevco to replace the controller plug equipment to utilize the scoreboard. Council Member Munns motioned to approve PO#8513 from Nevco for the new controller and case for $1,755.00. Council Member Nelson seconded the motion, with all council members present voting in favor of the motion. Motion approved.  
Beazer Lock & Key
Mayor Bourne reported that she had Beazer Lock & Key do an estimate, and it was brought to her attention that each key that was given out to current and former employees was a master key. She reported that we need to change 60 locks and provide access to authorized personnel only. Council Member Losee would like to see more secure key blank options before making a decision. Council Member Munns motioned to table the quote from Beazer Lock & Key until further options are available. Council Member Nelson seconded the motion, with all council members present voting in favor of the motion. Motion approved.  
Consideration and Possible Action on Amended Interlocal Agreement
Valerie Claussen, City Planner, reported that Box Elder Couty approved the interlocal at their last meeting for the Solivia and King Trucking property to be annexed into Garland City to bridge the gap that was created when the original Canal Bank Road annexation was not approved. She advised that the next step is to have the council vote for their approval.  With that, she noted that Garland City is currently working on updating the Annexation Policy. Council Member Atkinson motioned to approve the amended interlocal agreement with Box Elder County for the Solivia property. Council Member Nelson seconded the motion, with all council members present voting in favor of the motion. Motion approved.  
Council Member Atkinson motioned to approve the amended interlocal agreement with Box Elder County for the King Trucking property. Council Member Losee seconded the motion, with all council members present voting in favor of the motion. Motion approved.  
Mayor and City Council Reports and Comments
Mayor Bourne reported that the Box Elder Boundary Commission meeting will be held at Garland City on May 12th at 6:00 p.m. 

Mayor Bourne reported that there will be a Planning & Zoning meeting next week on May 13th at 7:00 p.m.

Mayor Bourne had joined a Civil Air Patrol session and stated that their group is seeking additional kids, ages 12-19, to join their program.
